and recruit troops under the law just past. He 
leaves on Satnrday for that purpose. His instruc­
tions from the President and Secretary of War 
enable him to receive all men into the service 
who are loyal without reference to color, and he 
will widely proclaim that fact in hie order. 

He anticipates raising one or two regiments of 
blacks, and ©ne of white men in two weeks after 
reaching, home. 

Special authority has been given bim to draw 
on the Quartermaster* and Commissaries for 
arms, clothing and subsistence, and while he will 
not accept a generalship from the President be 
cause of its inteiference with hit* Senatorial seat.

OSWEGO, July 25 
A tremendous war meeting was held in this 

eity last evening. 
Charles DeWolf presided and all the supervi­

sors of the county acted as Vice-presidents. 
Speeches were made by Hon. D 0. Littltjobu, 

who accepted the nomination of the War Com­
mittee for Colonel of the Third Oswego regi­
ment, also by Hon. Chnney Ames, Hon. J. C. 
Churchill, Hon. Henry Fitzhugb, D. Failing, E.

D. Brown. 

The resolutions unanimously adopted favor a
