The writer nays:.--It is not true as stated In 
some of (he newspapers that (he Government 
feels personaly any humiliation in coming back 
Into the Union, for he had no agency in getting 
out of the Union, but he has feelings for his 
State, and Gov. Perry entreats the Southern 
people in terms of earnestness to become loyal 
clifotms, and repudiate forever and to teach 
their children lo repudiate their political here-
sees which have ruined their cc.intiy.

The Radical press, assisted by "the Blood­
hounds ot Zion," replies to the arguments 
urged in favor of lenity to the Southern people 
by the stale charges that they are Inspired by 
sympathy with the rebellion, or the equally false 
assertion that the democracy expect to form an 
advantageous political alliance with the defeat­
ed and disgraced leaders of the armed revolt. 
The (ruth is that the material interests of the 
people ot " our common country " demand that 
substantia) aud permanent peace be secured at 
once, so that the men of the North aud South 
alike oan devote their energies to repairing the 
losses ot war. The Government will derive no 
considerable revenue from the Southern States 
until civil government is restored to them, and 
the tenure and rights of property are put upon 
a legal basis. Demooratio orators and the dem­
ocratic press do not stand alone in the advoca­
cy of leniency to the men who have ceaBed to 
be rebels and are anxious to be restored to their 
privileges in the Union, as will be seen by the 
following extract from the recent speech of Gen. 
Blair, at Lexington, Ky. : — 

I would like to Bee a question tried before the 
judicial tribunals. I wiBh that A. H. Stephens 
would not ask for pardon or amnesty, but that he 
would submit himself to be tried before the 
courts of the United States, and plead in his de­
fense, that he wan a Cnion man; that he had 
f<w<]htfor the Union in the State, of Georgia, and 
in the convention which that ntatt held, when he 
made on« of the best speeches ever made for the 
Union. That would he true. That while he was 
thus battling for the Union the present chief of the 
bureau of military justice, who teas then a cabinet 
counselor, entered into a truce with rebel commis­
sioners by which the (jovernment of the United 
S'ntes iou« prohibited from preparing its forts for 
defense, from reinforcing them and putting food in 
them, and by which the rebels were allowed to 
erect batteries around these forts which afterxoard 
destroyed them. That white he (S tephens) was 
making these speeches in defense of the Union, 
Mr. Buchanan, Mr. Floyd, and other cabinet 
ministers, were putting arms iu the hands of 
treasonable patt ies in the South to put the Union 
men d o w n and coerce them into rebellion. I 
would have him make that plea. / would have 
h'nn set up the plea that the present Secretary of 
War was a member of the cabinet of James Bu­

chanan at the time thin truce was made, by irhich 
(he fate of Sumter was sealed. I WOULD H A V E

faith to the government, was upon (he condition 
of the government's faith to its citizens; that the 
government was bound to protect Its citizens; 
bound not to give arms to traitors and rebel?, 
but bound (o send its arms and its armies t > Its 
true and faithful citizens. It did not do it. Mr. 
Stephens thought that, having been abandoned by 
his government, he committed, no greater fault in 
fnally yielding to secession than the government 
did-in deserting himin the first place. 

I do not wish to be understood as saying that 
fh« turpitude of one individual 1B any excuse or 
defence for (he crime of another; but Mr. Buc­
hanan, and Floyd, and Holt, and other cabinet 
ministers, made the actual government at the 
time, and that government furnished arms to the 
rebels, and entered into conventions with the 
rebels, enabling them to use those arms, while it 
tied the banda of the government as against the 
rebels. Thus the government actually betrayed 
the Unionists of tho South, and not only per­
mitted but aided the rebels to coerce them into 
succession. A man who is constrained to commit 
a orime cannot bo punished for it. especially by 
those who aided in constraining him to the 00m-
missicn of the deed, more especially if those 
who thus aided in constraining him were bound 
to protect and defend him. Kovf, imagine Aleck-
Stephens in the criminal dock with joe iHolt as 
the public prosecutor; Aleck making thai 
magnificent Union speech which he delivered in 
the Georgia cotivention, andcontrastingwithit 
Joe FTolt's Ittter of November or December, 1860, 
justifying treason and rebellion, and also ■aUhihe 
convention made by Buchanan's cabinet\with the 
rebel commissioners, and signed by Joe Holt and 
Toucey, in which they agreed not to delend or 
reinforce the forts, but allowed the rebels to 
construcf batteries against them, which after­
ward destroyed (hem.

Gen. Blair goes on to argue that the fact that 
every State in the Union, except South Caroli­
na, was opposed to secession, should be taken 
into consideration before extreme measures are 
resorted to, and that the men of the South who 
were bullied or forced into hostility to the gov-
erument,which did nothing to protect the Union­
ists, should not be proscribed by the very men 
who deserted and abandoned them in the day of 
their trial. The hesitation of the Federal Gov­
ernment did not end with Mr. Buchanan's ad­
ministration. The cabinet of Mr. Lincoln, with 
one exception, voted againBt re-lnforcing and 
provisioning Fort Sumter, and Mr. Seward as­
sured Judge Campbell that no attempt would 
be made to eeud supplies to our starving garri­
son in that beleaguered fortress. This policy, 
in the light of the events of the past four years, 
appears Inexcusable, aud yet it was prompted 
by the hope that hostilities could be avoided. 
It was not criminal, because no oilme against 
the Union was contemplated. Yet, the South 
was deceived by it Into the belief that peaceful 
eeparation would be granted by the Washing­
ton authorities. Alexander H. Stephens, in his 
cell at Fort Warren, la no more guilty of 
treason than Edwin M. Stanton who plays the 
tyrant at Washington, or Joseph Holt who acta 

the role of public prosecutor before tribunals
