Capt. Uurko displayed great magnanimity 
on tho occasion and hi* conduct throughout 
was marked by kindness. Having got all 
hands olf safely, it̂  was found impossible to 
Htow away so many people on board his vessel 
which was a small sized bark, but he coura­
geously took the responsibility -of throwing 
over Kuflicieul crtrgo to make room for them, 
and nearly all the goods between decks wont 
overboard. AH hand* were, then put on short 
allowance as hisown Htoi-es were getting low, 
and no provisions wore saved from the ship to 
food the crowd of hungry emigrants. Each 
person was alotted half a pint of water and one 
biscuit perjday, which is the only sustenance 

■ thoy. have received'for tho past II days. As 
soou as the above faots became known after-the 
bark telegraphed IKJIOW this port, a steamer was 
despatched to tow her up, and on her arrival 
the Kurvivors were placed in Kiddell's large 
carriage hall, and had all their wants generous­
ly attended to by the city authorities.
