The World ai Wednesday publishes a long 
account of tbe groat fight for the championship, 
between Collyer and McGlade, which occurred 
near Barrisburg, Pa., on the morning ot the 
15th Inst. 

Sam. Collyer, the victor, La a Baltimorean, 
32 years of age, 5 fool 7 inches high and woighrt 
129 pounds. He has served in the Union army. 
His ring record shows that he beat Bail Bolster 
in 1MC4, iu 46 rounds; beat Mike Carr, March 
ly, 1866. in U rounds; beat Barney Aaron, 
last June, after a severe contest ot more than 
two hours, wiuning the championship. He has 
s*»so received forfeit from several bruisers. He 
trained for tho present fight under Addison 
Jones and Johnny Roche. He is a native 
Amerioan. 

John McGlade, his competitor, is an Irish­
man by birth, 34 years old, 5 feet 7 inches 
high, and weighs 128 pounds. Before coming 
to this com try, be hud been victor in three 
fights. In July, 1 fibi, near Chicago, he was 
beaten by Jerry Donovan, in 0 rounds; beaten 
by Seotty, December 3Utb, 1861, in 4(5 -.rounds; 
drew with Johnny Roche, November, 1864, in 
12 round*; beat Dick JohiiHon, 18K6, in 'SI 
rounds. He has trained for this tight under 
Dan. Kerrigan. 

Tho pugilists, their backers, and the specta­
tors, renuoavanned at Haitisbuigh, Pa., last 
Monday. Tuesday being the day of the in­
auguration of Gov. Geary, the crowd of hard-
looking cuhtomeis enleied the city without 
suspicion. At ft o'clock, Tuesday morning, 
tbe bruisers started tor Goldsborough, tho 
scene of the fight, where thoy arrived 8 A. M. 
From this point we give the World's account: 

THK KINO 
was after a short l ime carefully pitoherl under 

. tbe supervision of Oyster J ink, of Phliadel. 
phi a. There was outside the inner ring'another, 
HO that the crowd might be effectually kept 
buck. All th'is time tho nnow continued to 
fall heavily, und the ring space was with diffi­
culty cleared. At 11 o'clock all was ready,and 
the men alouo were wuited /or.

Soon Collyer s castor whirled into the rintf. 

and the Baltimorean himself quickly followed 
amid loud cheers. McGlade WAS but a few 
moments behind, and similar , demonstrations 
greeted his appearance. Both men were well 
wrapped up. A t this time there were present 
not less than one thousand spectator*. AmongM 
the fashionables were conspicuous J o e Coburn, 
Bi l ly McMullen, Sam. Davis, Harry Hill , and 
Professor Kit Burns, Johnnie Monagban, Bar­
ney Aaron, Aaron Jones, Jim and Dan Ker­
rigan, Mike Costello. Butt Riley, Johnnie 
Roote , and other of the elite of the P. R. 

TUB COLORS. 
Collyer showed for colors a handkerchief, 

brown and lilao oentre and white border. 
McGlade displayed a white centre and pink 
border. 

TUJi SECONDS. 
Each man was accompanied by his seconds. 

For Collyer, Michael Heeney and Johnnie 
Roche; for McGlade, Kit Burns and Johnnie 
Monagban. Each took a seat in the ring, and 
both wore heavily wrapped up, Collyer wear­
ing a Buffalo robe round his shoulder*, and a 
■quirrel'js skiu cap. 

The choice ot referree was proffered to Har­
ry Hill and Joe Coburn. Each refused to act, 
and after some little dolay a sporting gent le ­
man from New York, who did not wish his 
name disclosed, consented to act. Johnnie 
Roche won the toss for Collyer; and according­
ly the men took their places, and the seconds 
went to their work of preparing their charges. 

TH* CROWD 
had by this time increased in numbers, and the 
enow storm in violence. The trees in the 
neighborhood had adventurous sports perobed 
on all their branches, and several wagons, 
drawn eloso to tbe outer ring, were heavily 
laden with.spectators. Three horsemen occu­
pied a good position, and watched the pro­
ceedings with Interest. One was no less a per­
son tbau the sheriff of the county, and of the 
other two, one was an antiquated sport, the 

: other a village Koculapius, the last present with 
an e y e to business. Several females, ever curi­
ous, wese also amongst tbe crowd, which, con­
sidering the occasion, was a roo*t orderly and 
good-humored one. 

AFPsUIUN'CB OF THK MKX. 
AH was ready, and the meu stripped and 

. caino forward amid loud oheering. Collyer 
looked in the bet er condition of the two; there 
did, not seem to be an ounce of spare flesh on hia 
body, and the muscles of bis obest and arms 
stood out like knotted ropes of iron. H o is bu t 
34 vears of age, but the training made him 
look much older. His face had an exceeding 
pleasant and decidedly unprofessional ex pros 
SIOD, nod altogether the admiration of the spec* 
tators was not ill bestowed. 

MoGladodid not appear to have trained so 
welt, although with bis physique none could 
rind fault, l i e had a jaunty and confidential 
air about him, but his face was hard, coarse-
looking, and unintelligent, presenting in this a 
strong contrast to hi* antagonist. 

Kit Burns was in testacies over bis man. and 
inquired of all if " he w a n t a beauty of a 

'now, gentlemen, this matob is to be on the 
merits of tho men, aud if there is anything 
done wrong t b e j will be minisbed for it.' Bets 
were offered on various sides of the ring with 
odds on Collyer, with few takers. At a quarter 
to twelve the men advanced to the scratch 
drawn in the snow from the opposite corner, 
and, with their seconds, all shook hand* across 
it. The poconds thon stripped their men as 
rapidly as they could. Three choers wore given 
lor Sain Collyer, and others for McGlade. All 
thing* being ready the referee called 'time,' 
and the men advanced with their handh up to 
the scratch. Collyer bad a very pleasant and 
McGlade a very vicious look of the eyes. 

•Now keep quiet,' said Johnny Roche, 'and 
wo will show you a nice little tight." 

THK KIOHT. . 
Round 1. A l t e r a very little preliminary 

parrying, McGlade led off rather confidently 
with his left getting in gently on Col Iyer's 
right cheek, aud receiving a light counter on 
his own cheek. Some quick exchanges followed 
which ended in Collyer's landing a siingei-
straight into the mouth of McGlade as he was 
smiling; it threw htm against tbo ropes, from 
whence ho went to grass, or rather to the suow. 
Collyer's hand was a little cut, and the effect 
of tbe blow was shown in the fact that McGlade 
took one of his front teeth IVoui his mouth and 
threw it.on the ground. 

Round 2.—McGlade in the first exchange of 
civilities lit on Collyor's left eye, without doing 
much harm, and Collyer. iu return, threw a 
very sudden tap with his right oue to Mc 
Glade's nose, causing him to get out of the way 
of another by going down against the ropes. 
There were cries of ''first blood," but no blood 
was visible. Kit Burns got excited, and rushed 
across the battle-ground, shouting "foul play," 
and examining Collyer's bunds for hidden 
weights or poisonous chemical applications. 

Round A.—McGlade came up laughing, as 
though he wai rather surprised at tho result of 
the preceding rounds. Collyer took Mc­

Glade' s -'Adam's apple ' as a mark, and sent in 
a shot with hid left just under it. McGlade got 
in on Collyer*r> mug, and the latter followed by 
a swinger frcm the right mauler on McGlade a 
left cheek that "made bis eyeballs j ingle ." The 
men clinohed and fell, Collyer on top; matters 
looked rather bad for McGlade. Kveu at thin 
stage of the mill Collyer's frieuds were cheering 
rather sarcastically. 

Round 4. —Fighting had thus far almost till 
been done on McGlade's side of the mark.— 
Collyer was again first to tbe scratch. With, 
UK before, but very slight ornamental sparring. 
McGlade commenced business by swinging hi" 
ri^ht with a terrific force into the left side of 
Collyer's ueck, and again put another of the 
t>ame sort under his armpit. He escaped a re­
turn blow by getting down laughing. Cheers 
for McGlade. 

Round .V- -Collyer comes up quickly and ad­
vances boldly beyond the scratch to force the 
lighting. McGlade shy. backing off and smil ­
ing viciously; Collyer drives hiin to his own 
coiner, making him get to work. He got away 
from oiio of Collyer's rushiug blows by almost 
backing against the ropes; Collyer dodges a 
return, and, before McGlade recovers the de­
fensive, deals him a sockdolloger on tbe 
breast-bone, knoccking him over against the 
ropes all iu a heap. First knock down allowed 
for Collyer. 

Round 0.— Collyer first to the scratch, draw­
ing McGlade to bis corner; with slight advan­
ces Collyer gets in on McGlado's face and tbe 
latter returns a blow on the breast; a clinch 
and they go dowu—McGlade ou top. Cheers 
for McGlade. 

Round 7.—McG lade's left goes in on Collyer's 
neck. Quick exchaogos, McGlade's lef i l ight-
Iv on Col I via's mouth. Another blow of Mc­
Glade's falls fhurl. and Collyer given him « 
a heavy one ou the jugular, sending hiin oil 
bis pins. 

Round 8.—Vigorous peppering right and left 
by both men anywhere it happens. They g<> 
mound the fildo of the ring in this way, with 
thumping and dodging, Collyer driving Mc­
Glade; the latter getting too much of it, finally 
goe3 down in Collyor's corner. 

Round 9.— MuGlade's lefi and Collyer's right 
ouch meet out mitt mission, passing each olper 
withont salutation, and each landing on the 
other's breast with a heavy thud. McGlade 
sparred to protect hiniselt awhile, and then 
dropped laughing, Groans, hoot*, cheers, 
oaths. Crie*. " G i v e it to him, Siin;'' ♦< Oh. 
he's played;" i%A thirty minutes' fight;" 
• 'He's desperate." ' ' G i v e him h—1;'* "Strike 
with both hands." 

Round 10,— Collyer sent out t l i e o effective 
successive blows without any compensation, 
the first on McGlado's conk, the others on his 
breast, McGlade lighting wildly and knocked 
tlat as a flounder by the last. Collyer's back­
ers hilariously cried, "Ob, oh, he hit him one 
for me t h o n ! " " Make him laugh, the ;" 
*•' Spike him this box;"' " Come down on his 
proboscis;"..'.'Ob, look at the big faced sucker," 
with much moro to tally, uatit for publica­
tion. 

Round 11.—It was evident that Collyer bad 
it all his own way. Very littlo betting, be­
cause it seemed a sure thing, and then, at 
every odd*. McGlade ledjout with his right, 
but fell short on account of Collyer's knack of 
getting out of reach. He tried a second lime, 
and again expended bis muscle on the air, and 
a third time with similar result, Collyer mere­
ly getting away; (bey then olinobed, and Col­
lyer lifted him off his feet, got two or three 
half-bits about his neck and chin, and threw 
him heavily. Cries, '«Give i t to him, Sam!" 
'• Ob. that makes him sick!" u Oh, look at tho 
big-beaded cuss laugh!" Chaos of cries most­
ly unfit to print. 

Round 12.— Both send out the left, McGlade 
putt l ig bis down on Collyer's chest, and the 
other coming down on McGlade's left temple, 
bi en king tbe peeling. McGIado again strikes 
a heavy blow, which lauds in tht air. Collyer 
fetches bis right into sharp contest with Mo-
Glade's ribs, and, clinching b i n , throws him 
bouvily. Cheers for Collyer, "Fifty to twenty 
on Collyer.'* A little blood shows itself oh 
McGlade'« left temple, but he is quickly cov­
ered with blankets and it Is so l noticed or 
claimed. 

Rouud 13.—McGlade received terrible pun­
ishment In this round, n e seemed unable to 
defend himself; aud Collyer's fists fell around 
his head and body like a swarm of hornets. As 
had become his habit, McGlade led with a hea­
vy blow, which foil short. Collyer took him at 
the disadvantage, and put in bis right and left, 
the right doing the best duty, wi th frightful 
rapidity all over McGlado's knowledge-box, 
peepers, lugs, smeller, and gob, all catouiug it. 
Easing himself en McG lades obest and neck, 
be again returned to tho ring, until McGlade 
went down in a heap, weak and erased. 

Round 15.— t h e fight had thus fur occupied 
but twenty minutes, the rounds being mostly 
short, sharp, and deeislve. McGlade had lost 
heart in this round. McGlade first got in on 
Collyer's breast with his left. Collyer thon 
gave him two blows between the eyes in succes­
sion, causing him to fall backward?, partly In an 
attempt to get away, and as he commenced to 
fall Collyer planted a terrible flow over his note 
and mouth, knocking him flat. As his seconds 
picked him up a stream of the ruby ran down 
his face profusely. Claim ot first blood, which 
was allowed, of course. Cheers and curses, 
frightful profanity, three cheers for Ssm Coll­
yer. 

Round 16.—Collyer, following up hie anta­
gonist, sent bis right out twice without hitting, 
McGlade loaning so far back as to escape tbem. 
At Collyer's third attempt McGlade leaned so 
far back that he stumbled and fell backward 

— - _ - , 
his seconds. McGlade's face began to look 
swollen and bloody. 

Round 17—McGlade led out with bis left, 
which Collyer easily escaped; be followed by 
leudlng out with bis right, which Collyer ag .In 
escaped, McGIado fell forward by tbe force of 
his own efforts. Hoots and shouts of derision: 
cries, 4 iOh, you're lovely,'' '••Sarawill win it in 
le.'sthau an hour," "fight him with both hands, 
Sam." "Sam Davi i , I don't want any more 
after that." 

Round 18.—McGlade again strikes short, 
Collyer l ightly; McGlade swings a heavy blow 
to the back of Collyer's neck, trying to catch 
htm, but falls under him. Cries of "three 
cheers for Sum Collyer;" "be will win It with­
out a black e y e ; " 4 0 h , McGlade is played;" 
"that's played out ;" " take him borne!" 

Round 19.—McGlade led out with his right, 
and struck nothing but the air. Again derisive 
laughter. Collyer followed him into his cor­
ner, peppering him well, where he went down. 

Round 20.— McGlade came up puffing, and 
got his left on Collyer's ehest hearily. Coll­
yer got him almost into his corner, and giving 
a fair righthander on the nose sot him spinning 
before he fell. 

Round 21.—McGlade, after a short blow, 
landed his left on Collyer's chest, Collyer at 
tbe same time coming in on McGlade's bugle 
with his right, knocking blm down. Wild de­
light, cheers and derisive shouts, "oh see that 
smack on the nose," "see the claret," "look at 
that mug." 

Round 22.—MfiGlade got his right on Colly­
er's chest. Collyer put his right on McGlade's 
neck and between his eyes. After some wild 
sparriug they olinched and fell. Collyer on 
top. 

Round 23 .— McGlade slow in coming up at 
the call of the time. Collyer goes over the 
scratch to blm. Crier, ''don't go no further 
than tbe scratch." Some gentle feints. Mc­
Glade makes half a blow with his right, thinks 
better of it and draws it back, laughing, and 
in many similar ways betrays bis misgivings 
and lacsk of confidence in himslf. Collyer al­
ights airily on his .suuiTlcr trap, and he goes 
down smiling. 

Round 24. —McGlade being pushed by Col­
lyer, led out with a light one on the latter's 
breast; tried it again, and fell short; Collyer 
a ruck at him with his right, and McGlade went 
down to escape punishment. ( A voice: "Be 
careful of foul, Sam: that's what they're after 
now; don't strike him when he's d o w n . " ) 

( A t this point the cars ot the Northern Cen­
tral Railroad passed along by the side of the 
ling, and tbe crowd gave a tremendous choer.) 

Round 2 5 — McGIado came up puffing but 
apparently quite as strong as ever. H e mado 
a snort blow; again Collyer go t in smartly on 
the left side of his bead and c;ot his arm round 
his neck, but McGlade slipped through it to 
the ground. Broiling at his success. 

Round 2^—Collyer forced the fighting and 
trot in a strong one on the breast with his right, 
McGlade down. 

Round 27.—Collyer forced the fighting and 
mil led his oponent in a lively aud recklcs* 
manner right and left until bo fell* 

Round 28.—McGIado put cut a heavy Mou 
with the left, aimed for tho.chest, but Oillyor 
not out of the reach easily. McGlade rallied 
a^'ain in a spirited manner and Jolt uhliuger on 
CMlyer'sear. Cheers for McGlade. They 
rliii'bed straining for the mastery. Collyer 
litially got two (r three hal l -ami hild on Mc-
Glades nob, und tho latter went dowu smiling 
ax limp as an india-rubber stove-pipe. Hoots, 
trroau.s, cries, "Ah, ah, you're staggering, old 
boy." 

Round 2y.—McGlade driven to defend him-
rfidf led out with a strong and beautiful socli-
dollager, whieh wasted its sweetness on the 
desert air. Collyer, after getting away from 
it. came back with bis left straight as a bullet, 
into McGlade's mouth, filling it with blood and 
keeling hiui off his foundation*. 

Fli»nrid .'10.—Continued complaints and 
claim? ot foul Were now' made to the referee 
that McGIado was not up in time. "Fight ou, 
fight on." said the referee. McGlade, taking 
but little care to protect himself, received one 
ou tbe tide and the mouth and on the nose, 
snd, trying to strike heavily with his right, 
daggered and 'ell. Crie.«, ' " O b , take him 

months, and possibly he may be gett ing used 
to it 

Tho fight was then given in favor of Collyer, 
after 47 rounds, occupying 55 minutes ia dura­
tion. When the two men appeared in the ring, 
although there was a vety apparent difference 
In the condition of each, still that difference 
was not so striking as to cause one to g ive the 
*gbt to Collyer without some considerable 
doubt. After the first round i t was seen that 
McGlado's sparring was leas scientific than his 
opponent's, although his blows, when they did 
take effect, were l ikely to be damaging; but it 
would seem that he bad not the agility of Coll­
yer, who retired quickly from an attempted o n - . 
slaught, causing nearly all McGlade's blows to 
fall short. The fighting proper throughout was 
done almost solely by Collyer, and that in his 
adversary's corner, McGlade seldom following 
an his antagonist. The number of times Mc­
Glade went down, on no provocation but the 
plea of avoiding punishment, created a great 
diversiou in Collyer's favor, throughout, as oue 
who knew his part, and k n o w i n g , would per­
form it. In fact, after the sixth round, tbe ex-
Sressiops oi disapprobation at McGlade's con-

net became loud, even amongbiaown backere. 
Occasionally it would seem that he was anima­
ted to a more spirited attack upon his oppo­
nent; but when ho did get an advantage, which 
was seldom, he failed to follow i t up, and seem­
ed to be always making for the ropes. A n ex­
cuse was offered for this by his seconds, who 
say in the early stage of tbe fight two of his 
ribs were broken from a left bander ol Collyer, 
which prevented his forcing the fight at all, but 
this statement would seem to lack foundation, 
as the case stands. Collyer is a fighter, ana 
one of considerable ability, and McGlade was 
foolish ever to have accepted his challenge. 
McGIado would seem to have fow claims to a 

Eosition as a mediocre member of the P. R. He' 
as some pluck and no small endurance, but be­

yond this, very littlo can be said in his favor. 
Tbe appearance of the men after the fight was 

widely different from that usually i h e case.— 
Apart from one or two abrasions on the body 
and a. lew decolorations, Collyer did not seem 
to have suffered anv injury save a slight cut 
over the left eye. "With McGlade the case was 
different. .His nose was fearfully mashed, his 
lips were horribly pulled up, and his loft e y e 
seemed to be rapidly closing. None of these 
in themselves were sufficient to have caused his 
seconds to throw up the sponge and there were 
many who accused him of being less plucky 
than be is generally g iven credit for being.— 
Collyer, from the first, was confident ot success, 
and his opponent none the less so. The form­
er, it is said, bad s t .ken every cent he was 
worth on the result, which, happily for bira, 
has turned out in his favor. McGlade teemed 
to lose heart after tho second or third round, 
and one peculiarity about bis sparring was that 
all his blows seemed to be aimed a t Collyer's 
t o l y , a i d s o u * got so low as almost rendering 
t ooi-'liabie to be claimed as foul. The conduct 
ot the spectators was much better than is usual­
ly the case at pnae-fights, although a good 
share of profauo, obscene, and abusive language 
was indulged in. The attempt made to break in 
the ting was/frustrated by the determined ac­
tion of the referee, who made the men be 
brought up by their seconds. A more unbiassed 
umpire could seldom be found. Collyer re­
turned ou the 3 P. M. train to Baltimore, and, 
though under feaj of arrest, the police re framed 
I n m meddling with hiin. H e b y this fight 
rttunds o u t a s champion of the light weights of 
the United States and AS such will probably 
entertain proposals from any who may desire 
to dispute his title.

Round 31.— (/ollyer struck bis opponent on 
the chest, and McGlade put in one that sound, 
ed solid on .Collyer's side. Collyer got two suc­
cessively on one side of McGlad«rsjaw,and sent 
out the third, but McGlade Ml away from it 
upon the ropes, nearly iujurlng hitnaelf against 
a post. : 

Round 32.—After two or three given and ta­
ken a cry of foul was raised by McGlade's 
friendp, who claimed that Collyer's seconds 
stopped a blow of McGlade's. "FigUt o n , " 
said tbe referee. 

Round 33 .— KxcUement was at its height.— 
Fists were shaken across tbe ropes, and ep i ­
thets, the least opprobrious of which was ''loa­
fer," were bandied. "I can bust your snout," 
naid one. Simultaneously two young gentle­
men whipped off their coalH iu a twinkling,and 
went sparring into tbe ring at each other.— 
Great exoitement ensued. The utmost physi-
ctt! persuasion of fefoiee, seconds and peace 
makers iu general were hardly able to restore 
peace. It was thought by some that there was 
a determined effort on the part ot those who 
would lose through McGlade's defeat, to break 
up tbe fight and make it a draw. Tbe round 
resembled the previous one, 

Round 34.— As tbe men approached tbe 
soi at oh tbe excitement broke out with Increas­
ed vehemence.
