Debate on the lr ls l i Churcla BUI. 

LONDON, July 6 
In tho house of lord* la*i night tho oonsid-

oration of tho Irish ohuroh bill was resumed. 
Lord LlXTord movod an nmnndnwot granting 
tho valueoi theii manses to I ho Prosbytorlans. 
Earl Grrattviflo opposod the auaondment on tho 
ground that it would aggravate tho miachuf 
of tha decision arrived at by tbo bouse on Fri­
day night, when it ivjoei«'d tho amendment to, 
permit the churches to retain their ecclesiatr 
Ocal residences without payment therefor. 
Lord Liffbrd withdrew bi» amendment. 

The Arch bishop of Canterbury moved an 
amendment to clause 2!», that private endow­
ments made HIUCO 15GU instead of lOu'O, bore-
talnod by the church, ilo pointed out tin* 
largo endowments whioh had beeu made prior 
to 1000 and said there wan no reason why they 
should pol be dealt with iu the lame manner 
as those made after that date. To show such 
an unjust discrimination ho thought wan most 
dangerous. ' It would shake (he faith of tbo 
poople In private endowments. 

Lord llatherly opposed the Arobbishop's 
amendment on the ground that private en­
dowments made prior to 1000 were purely 
mythical. Ho said tho 'Ulster grant" wad an 
appropriation to church uses of public money 
and land won by tho Koflhth while putting 
dawn tha rebel lion. In oo sonso was It a pri-
vatovndnttinoot. 

The Bishop Of Peterborough supported the 
amendment,urging that neither on tho ground 
of justice, nor oi lugal r»ght,ought the church 
be deprived of those eurly endow me ute. Eail 
Granville said the diflicuity in establishing 
legality ot those early endowment rlgbtt 
would swallow up the whole amount of their 
value in litigation, and ho proponed to grant 
half a miJIion sterling in money instead. The 
AfarqulHof Salisbury objected to the bringing 
in at the last moment of lrosh proposals by the 
government, and proposed that the considera­
tion of clause 20 bo postponed. 

Lord Cairns suggested the passago of tho 
clause without duto or ajnebdment, leaving 
Earl Granville's proposition to bo considered 
in the report. 

The Arch-Bishop of Canterbury then moved 
an amendment, that all glebe lauds granted 
by the crown since 1600 be given to the new 
Church body. 

After a long discussion, a division Was had, 
ami the amendment was carried by a vote ol 
106 to f>5. Clauses 30, 31 and 32 were agroed 
to. Clause 33 was taken up. 

Tho Earl of Limerick moved an amend­
ment providing that the poor rates be deduct­
ed from any rent obargo sold In lieu oi titles. 
' 1 be Marquis of Salisbury remarked that 

this Clause was an ar' thmetical puzzle, but 
was evidently intended as a sop to the Irish 
landlords. The government proposed to act 
fairly. But tho bill was the most penurious 
and exacting measure ever devised. If the 
government bad come boldly forward and 
avowed the clauses whi'h distinctly repre­
sented their principles, they would have com­
mended thomselves more to all classes of the 

. country. 
The House divided on tbo Marquis of Lira • 

riok's amendment, and it was adopted by e 
vote of 91 to <H. 

Clause 33 as amended, and clauses 34, 3f>, 
30,37,and 38, were agreed to. The Earl oi Cour-
town believing tho feeling W the house was 
against tho amendment to cancel the Uogiuoi 
Donum aud Mayoooth oollege olauser, with­
drew it. The Regium Donum clauw was 
agreed to. 

Lord Fitsswaltor renewed the amendment to 
strike the Maynooth oollege clause from the 
bill. 

Tho Earl of Bandon objected to the clause 
because it was a violation of the principles set 
forth in tho preamble. 

Lord Cairns admitted that was good ground 
for objection, but he would not vpte (or the 
rejection of the clause, because it would re­
sult in throwing the change of the Maynooth 
grant on the consolidated fund. 

The Duke of Argvle defended the clause, 
and tbo Duke of Rutland opposed it. 

The house then divided ou the question ol 
retaining the olause as it stands, with the fol­
lowing result: For the clause, 146; against 
It, 22. 

Clauses 40 to C7, Inclusive, woro agreed to, 
and the house adjourned.
