—An important measure, of interest Jo all 
soldiers and sailors of the late war, was agreed 
upon by the military committee on Wednesday 
last, and will bo«repnrtcd to the house tor 
passage next week, it is a hill further amend­
ing the homestead law *o thai every soldier, 
sailor, marine and ofllcer who served 00 days 
against the rebellion tnay receive a patent lor 
a homestead, on condition that he shall settle 
upon it for a period which, together with the 
time ho served in the army or navy, would 
make live years. In otlier words, the time of 
his service will l>e deducted from the five yeais 
of roHidcnro required by the homestead'law ; 
ftnd, if discharged for wounds or disability, 
the whole term of his enlistment will beeouut* 
e<i He must, however, live upon and culti­
vate the land at least two yeius, ami is to be 
allowed a year, alter selecting his homestead, 
within which to commence his settlement.

Burden conveyed to Jauie»A. and I. Tovvn-
send Burden, con^uU'rution s?S!»,002, ten acres 
of land, bounded on the north by lands of 
Thomas H. ('airoil. on the east by lauds ot 
David De Freest, on the south and west by 
Woodside lauds, the (iieonbush highway a»d 
certain lots. This Included the upper mills, 
but not Woodside. Previous to this he had 
conveyed all his real and personal property, 
except Woodside, to William F.,.I times A. mid 
f. Tovvnsend Hurden, for the consideration of 
¥125,000. He was to draw such sums as he 
needed for his personal use. On the death of 
his sou, William F. Burden, all the above, ex­
cept the ten acres' sale, was canceled. The 
properly of William F. Burden was, on his 
death', 'transferred to ."John Ilaydock, as a 
guardian in trust for-the children of William 
Fs. Burden—estimated at $03,750. Jn July, 
1H70, Henry Burden deeded to James A. ami 
I. Townsend Burden his estate of Woodside. 
they giving back to him a life lease ol the 
same. Late Inst fall, Henry Burden was in­
formed by his physician. Dr. Seymour, that he 
was liable to die suddenlv at any moment. 

Acting ou this intimation Henry Burden, on 
the 9th of December, 1670, gave to (ion. Mc­
Dowell as trustee forty United States'bonds of 
$.>,000 each, ten of $10,000 each, and forty-one 
bonds of tin* Buffalo Iron mills of f 1.000 each, 
amounting to £311,000. These bonds wore to 
be held by Gen. McDowell in trust for Henry 
Burden, the interest on them to be disposed of 
as follows: To Henry Burden a sum not ex­
ceeding 912.000 for each six months thereafter; 
three-fourths of the residue for the use of his 
daughters, Mrs. Proudlit, Mrs. Wads worth and 
Mrs. Gen, McDowell; two-sixteenths equally 
to each of his grand-daughters, daughters of 
Peter A Burden, deceased; and two-sixtoeuths 
equally to his grandsons, H. B. and J. M. 
Burden, sous ot the late A'eter A. Burden, the 
seine to be continued until the four grandchild­
ren named shall each arrive at the ago oi 
twenty-ftve years, in case Henry Burden 
shall l ive so long. In July, 1870. James A. 
and I. Towusend Burden executed jointly to 
Henry Burden a mortgage on all tho Burden 
Mills for 9000.000, Gen. McDowell holding the 
same in trust, Mrs. Wm. F. Burden also holds 
a mortgage ot $123,000 on certain of the Bur­
den* Mills as security for her personal interests 
in such works. The Burden estate is valued 
up in the millions. He made no will, but had 
provided as above for tho division of his prop­
erty.

A cominlttee o f f i c e wan appointed to wait 
on tin' Judiciary Committee of the legislature 
relati\e lo the Kpeedy ]iassago of tlio Appren­
ticeship Bill now before the legislature. This 
bill pro\ ide.< lor the ie-adoption of the old Ap­
prenticeship Uiwx. in order to secure better 
mechanic*. It stipulates that boyn shall bo 
idoiitituied lor nut le*n than three nor more 
than live years. This eluded TuentlajV pro-
ceediii 'j 'S. 

The assembly le-assembled Weduosday, and 
the Cottuiultce on the President's address 
made ils report. Various portions of the ad-
diens Were referred to appropriate commit-
tees for consideration, and the suggestions of 
the President in relation to co-operation and 
colored labor wore adopted, aud tho President 
instructed to use his best endea\ors to organ­
ize the colored men Into societies. The Pres­
ident was nlao instructed to correspond with 
Senator* Fen ton, Conkling and Cdsscrly ^in 
relation to the importation of coolies, and to 
urge npou them tho passage of laws project­
ing workingmen. The suggestions of the 
President lu reference to the creation of a 
Bureau ot Labor Statistics, similar to that 
now in existence in Massachusetts, vrfre also 
recommended for adoption hy the Assembly. 
The icport of the committee was adopted. 

Mr. Bossory, of New York, introduced a 
resolution directing that tbo legislature be 
memorialized for the enactment of a general 
law to incorporate trades Unions as protective 
bodies. It waH referred to the committee on 
resolution*. 

• Mr. Secjui, of New York, presented a pre­
amble and resolutions, which were adopted, 
asking the Assembly to use ils influence with 
the Congress of tho United Slates to repeal the 
sections of internal revpnno law, compelling 
cigar makers manufacturing cigars to file a 
bond of $000, in real estate, before they can 
cngago in such business. 

Mr. Connolly offered a resolution asking for 
tbv appointment of a special committee to in-
r e d igate the bill offered in tbo United States 
Senate by Senator Conkling, authorizing the 
ejftuhliabmcnt of a huge steamboat building 
monopoly upon government funds.

The Old Settlers' Grand Concert, at St. James 
Hall, last evening, attracted a largo audience, 
ft did not begin till about 7>c' o'clock although 
7 was the hour announced: but the delay was 
more than compensated for by the good things 
with which the programme abounded. An 
overture by Wahle's Orchestra was the flrst 
thing in order, and upon its conclusion, about 
fifty ladies, young and old, ascended tho stage 
and took their seats. The first song having 
been announced, the scene back of the ladies 
was drawn aud revealed oh equal number of 
gentlemen, young and old, the hundred or so 
singers ueurly filling the stage. The conduc­
tor, Mr. Geo.

Some of the announce­
ments we failed to hear distinctly, ftnd some or 
the tune* we failed io recognize by name* but 
thoeo that did come within the range of our 
musical information,in addition to those named, 
were: "W'hilo Shepherds watched their flocks 
hy night," ,aDurmah,'' " G o d descended from 
above." "Kaster Anthem,'**'How longO Saviour 
O how long," sung standing,* "Come my belov­
ed, haste away," "Coronation," <4A11 Hail the 
power of Jesus' name/' sung standing and the 
audience joining,* Anthem—"Sons of 2 i o n 
come before you." Tho selection!* mirrored 
the musical past very faithfully; ,thoy were 
admirably rendered ami some ol them elicited 
hearty applause. 

The second part commenced with the last 
thing on the programme—"Jehovah's Praise,*' 
which was well sung; after wJiicb Miss Maria 
Pitkin fcftng th6 Nightingale's TrilU very 
sweetly. She was bouqueted and warmly 
encorei?, and g a \ e in response "The Last Rose 
of Summer." The comic quartette, by the 
International Quartette Club, Messrs. JBlnde-
inan. Adams, Ilertrand and Burns, all dressed 
in costume, was provokingly funny and, of 
course, was enco?*e</. In response, the singers, 
who were dressed, respectively In Yankee, 
Irish, French and German Costume, roaiJpear-
ed and ga \o the comic song "Did you e \ e f g o 
in till an Irishman's *hanly?" which also pleas­
ed the audience immensely. 

Miss Nina Burtis sang "Within a mile ot

St. John's Church Choir gave the gem of the 
eveniag—"Jesus Saviour of my Soul,'' and 
this Was not tncored nor even applauded.

The 
ladder on which the sack is suspended being 
mounted an wheels, may be drawn away 
from the burning building till the sack is low­
ered, and in this way the lives of women und 
children be saved.
