T b e Rev. A l e x a n d e r Weir i s a remarkable 
person. A g r a d u a t e of tbe theological co l l ege 
at P r i n c e t o n , N e w J e r s e y , be is tf regular ly 
l i c e n s e d Presbyter ian miuls ter , and at o n e 
tjme he was the-pastor of a c h u r c h in Phi la­
delphia , l i e is said to h a v e contrac ted a l o w 
marriage which c a u s e d a number ol b i s m o s t 
v a l u a b l e friends to a b a n d o n h im. H e then 
fell into bad w a y s , and finally c o m m i t t e d a 
forgery for which he w a s c o n s i g n e d to a P h i l a ­
de lphia prison for a term of ouo y e a r . 

W h e n the t ime of b is penal s e r v i t u d e e x ­
pired, i t appears that Weir m a d e h i s w a y to 
St. Louis , where b e e n g a g e d as a local reporter 
for t h o bl\ e n \ ng Journal, of Com merce. II i s 
fine nttaion o a t s made him a va luab le a c q u i s i ­
t ion to the editorial staff, and o u t s i d e h i s t a l ­
e n t * and bri l l iant powers as a conversat ion? 
ist, secured h i m m a n y influential fr iends w i t h ­
o u t any apparent effort or adro i tness on h i s 
b i s part. O n e d a y last A p r i l he, offered a 
draft for $2,2(»0. T h e pres ident of the b a a k 
w a s ouo of h is admirers , and h i s frank, hon­
est w a y of e x p l a i n i n g tho mat ter left n o 
shadow of doubt w i t h that officer that the 
draft w a s g e n u i n e . T h e m o n e y w a s p a i d and 
direct ly Mr. Weir d i s a p p e a r e d . 

A n d three w e e k s p r e v i o u s to his arrest W e i r 
m a d e h i s appearance in th is c i ty , in h i s cha­
racter of a min is ter of the gospe l . H i s object 

w a s doubt less to ingrat iate h imse l f w i t h pe t -
sons of means for tbe p u r p o s e of s w i n d l i n g o n e 
of them, but as a man of g e n i u s h e re l ied u p o n 
his o w n p o w e r s of at tract ion to.effect t h a i ob­
ject . U n o b t r u s i v e and modest in his manner , 
be w a s soon found out as a g e n t l e m a n of e x ­
traordinary gifts and fine cu l ture , l i e i s a p r o -
flcent in near ly ull the l a n g u a g e s , a n c i e n t and 

' m o d e r n , t h o r o u g h l y u n d e r s t a n d s tbe pract ice 
of m e d i c i n e , a n d is a rarely agreeab le and in­
te l l igent conversat ionis t . S o c i e t y s e i z e d 
u p o n him, and for a brief t ime h e radiated iu 
t h e best c irc les , u n d e r a n a m e w h i c h w o wi th­
ho ld that m a n y h ighly respoctable c i t i zens m a y 
no t b e subject to tbe necess i ty of m a k i u g u n ­
p leasant e x p l a n a t i o n s . H i s arrest occas ioned 
tbe greates t surprise w i t h those w h o had hold 
him in such lofty admirat ion . 

T h e r e v e r e n t swindler i s five feet a n d e l e v e n 
inches in he ight , and has l i g h t brown hair and 
moustache . H i s p h y s i q u e is u n u s u a l l y fine, 
h is air becoming ly s a n c l i m o n i o n s , and h i s per-
maul s crupulous ly proper a n d neat . Our 
P o l i c e S u p e r i n t e n d e d , and the officers w h o 
fulfilled bis d irec t ions ore w o r t h y of m u c h 
credi t for tbe expos i t i on of this hypocr i te , and 
fof br ing ing him wi th in the reach of jus t i ce .
