This morning our city WAS Tlslted with one 
of the mo3t sweeping and disastrous confla­
gration* w e have known Jot year*, involving 
the destruction oi a number of buildings and a 
vast amount of other property. The fire oc­
curred in a portion of the city where combus­
tibles abound, and, although there was little 
wind, swept over acres of territory, consuming 
all before it. In the event of anything like a 
gale the consequences would certainly have 
been disastrous to an awful degree. As it 
was the aggregate of losses swells to an im­
mense figure, with comparatively very light 
insurancoa, the property burned being of de­
scriptions which the companies will insure 
only at very high rates. 

The lire was first discovered about 4 o'clock 
in the morning, In the engine room of the es­
tablishment, by the night watchman ot . 

W. .A. SVANS k COS., PL1XIXU MUX, 
titoated on Mechanic street, between Terrace 
street and the canal. The flames spread with 
astonishing rapidity, so that although the alarm 
was immediately given from signal box No. 51 , . 
and was promptly responded to, the firemen 
found the entire mill enveloped in flames upon 
their arrival, burning with appalling fierceness, 
and illuminating the city with a great light. 
A portion of the mill buildings were of stone, 
and the remainder of wood, the establishment 
being of very large dimensions. From these 
buildings the fire communicated lo the grounds 
at t i e tear upon which were-storedgreat quan­
tities of lumber. The mill buildings were com­
pletely destroyed, with cverythfng which they* 
contained ~ - machinery, materials, finished

Swcoplng along over and through 
the lumber pi les , the (lames attacked a row of 
buildings'on Church street, in the ono direc­
tion, and made their way across the grounds 
in another direction, until they were stayed 
by tho heroic eflorts of the firemen. The tract 
burned over was of a triangular shape, the 
lire being stopped at a point directly in the 
midst of one of the lumber yards.
