Op Lhe
other band the parsonal friends of the parlies
indignantty seout the Idea of fraud hy a house
s0 eminenily respectable, and vehemently
proclaim their belief ihat malice and black-
mail are at the botlom of the charges. Thus
may be true. It is well known tbat blackmail
has long beeh a favorite practice with at-
taches of the New York custom house, bul
generally the victims ol il have paved ihe way
for the blatkmaiiers by doiog something con-
trary Lo law. As regards belps, Dodgdhg
Co., everyhody knows {bst the mcmbers of
the firm stand on the top round of social res-
peetnbility. Thoy ere immensely wealthy;
they live in priocely fashion; they go to church
regularly; they are [requent contributors lo
variougcharities; one of them, Wm. E. Dodge,
Jr., has been president of the Young Men's
Chrisliab Associetion. S0, you gee, their res-
peetability I8 beyond question. Buti when
Wu. E. Dadge, Sr., was a candidate for cun-
gress, a lew yoars ago, his eminent respecia-
biliLy did not preveat him from bolding Sun-
day morning ialerviews with one of (he most
notorious rum-shop roughs in New York, and
making arrangements wilh that distinguisbed
person to look out lor Lis juteresls i the polls.
The rough in question, who had & koack of
braining hia oppuncnis with a club, was aum-
moned (o Washinglon Lo loalify belore nn in-
vestigaling commiliee, anml be there made
gome dizclosure: wbich weore ruther damaging
to (he moral cloius of Mr. Dodge.
