—An iron church of sufficient dimension* to 
accommodate 200 persons, besides a choir of 
20, ha* lK-en erected in London at an expense 
of $300. It is well finished and furnished. 

—Mr. Wade an English missionary writes 
from Fekin Nov. 10, that public confidence was 
completely re-established at Tients in , and that 
nothing appeared elsewhere to excite alarm. 

—A gentleman recently attending a weekly 
prayer meeting in Spurgoon's congregation 
London, writen that the evening being wet 
and unfavorable only about 1,500 persons were 
present. 

—Among the ordinations by the bishop of 
London, December 18, 1870, was that of Rev. 
Hrewin (J rant,a dissenting minister, repudiated 
bv his (-ongregatio.i for opponing the disestab-
lishinent of tho Irish Church. 

—The N e w Jersey Congregational Associa­
tion rejtortH 28 associated .churches, one of 
which is in Maryland, four in New York, two 
in Virginia, four in Pennsylvania, one in 
Washington and 16 in New Jersey. All with 
one or two exceptions have pastors and are 
prosperous. 

—Mrn. Brown, of Baltimore, has erected a 
memorial Presbyterian church in that city In 
honor of her late husband, George Brown, at 
n cost of $150,000. It was completed and ded­
icated Dec. 4, 1870. It is a magnificent memo­
rial of a loved companion, and a beautiful 
contribution to the good of the living. 

—The Katon Street Methodist Episcopal 
church, of Baltimore, has been the scene of an 
extruonlinan religious awakening of late, in 
the course of which more than JlOO persons 
have been converted. Several revivals are 
also in progress in Massachusetts and in the 
Middle untl Western States. 

—The fV.w/W lf/7i«6/<0rrsays : The woman's 
rights agitation is a favorable sign of tho 
times, coming as it does just before tne revival 
of the proper office and work of Christian 
women in the Church. It has been a protest 
against the mere domestic and ornamental po­
sition which ulone was left to women by the 
practical workings of Puritanism. 

—The (ti>.*prl \ft4ncnyer says in an article on 
other worlds " Stupid ignorance often contents 
itself with calling other people infidels 
who have only found that there are more 
things in heaven and earth than are dreamed 
of in their philosophv." It is childish to call 
<>ur neighbors by hard names. Such a course 
is equally iu violation of good taste and cor­
rect principles. 

—A young man called at St. Luke's Hospital, 
in New York, pome days since, and without 
giving his name, left two .̂"iOO bills--^$1,000, 
for the building fiiYul of the Midnight Mission. 
This is the largest single donation that has yet 
been mude to that charity. Of the $40,000 
required for its building, $20,000 were behind 
at the date of our last information on the 
subject. 

—Mr. Nathan Mathews, of Boston, is to 
erect on the grounds of Harvard College a 
large hall, at an cxi>enat» of $75,000, to be let 
to students. Onjj-half of the net income is to 
go to the college, and the other is to be used 
for scholarships for students who are preparing 
for the Episcopal ministry. It is thought that 
this will p n * i d e eight or ten scholarships. 
The same fund is to take tne incumbents of its 
scholarships through the Divinity School of the 
Episcopal church. 

—Tin-* New York Timfn* Pekin correspond­
ent nays, in regard to the settlement of the 
Tientsin difficulty, that according to the impe­
rial decree, the prefect and irayor of tho city 
were sent into exile to the banks of the Amour. 
21 of the HoterH \%ere condemned to penal ser-» 
vitude, and 1(1 of tho morn prominent ac ton 
were eap'tally punished. Those capitally pun­
ished ascended the scaffold clothed in silks, 
and after beiu,g l>eheaded- their heads were re­
placed and reattached to their bodies, when, 
after lying tnine days in state, they were 
buried in costly coffins, and presents of $(KK) 
were g i \ e n to their families respectively. 

- - T h e population of'Svria IM about2,000,000, 
of/an extremely mixed and heterogeneous 
character. It has about 1.000,000 Turks, 
;{'»(),0IK) (Jreek Christians, 200,000 Maronites 
and liomnn Catholics, 175,000 Jews , 48,000 
Drupes, 50.000 Arabs, and 100,000 Armen­
ians.

REPORT o r T U B COMMITTEE ON " coLviw's 
C H A M P I O N C O W - M I L K E R . " 

T o t h e C e n t r a l N e w Y o r k F a r m e r s ' C l o b » 

Your committee, to whom was referred 
" Colvin's Champion Cow-Milker," respectfully 
report, that they have examined the same and 
its workings as far as the facilities afforded 
would permit. Their first examination of its 
workings was on Tuesday, the 20th ult imo, at 
the stables of Dr. L. L. W i g h t , in Whites-
town, where four cows wore successively and 
successfully milked with it. None of the 
cows Bhowed any dislike to the milker. There 
appear* d to bo no senjie of .hurt, a l though the 
Bensation of drawing all four teats at once 
must have been new. The cows gave small 
messes—none of them exceeding two quarts— 
but the machine appeared to milk them clean, 
and in about the same t ime in which it could 
be done by hand. All who are used to cows, 
know that those which are drying off at this 
season of tho year do not readily " g ive down" 
their milk, so that milking is little more than 
a prolonged stripping. It wari thought that 
with the machine the cows " held up" their 
milk rather moro than usual , whiclt—would 
very likely be the case if they were milked by. 
hand by a strange milker. W e may also add, 
that the milking was at an unusual hour—a 
little after 3 o'clock p. M.—they being in 
the habit of being milked rather later 
in the day. The ageuts , Messrs. 
Joseph Ballard ami Doane B. Smith, 
were not satisfied with the trial, and desired to 
have the committee meet them, the next day, 
at Mr. Churlos Benton's, near N e w Hartford, 
where tho machine could be tried on neva 
milch cows. Messrs. Mooro and Curtis were 
present, Dr. Wight finding it impossible to at­
tend. The cows here were usual ly milked at 
one o'clock i*. M. Two cows wore loft when 
the regular milking was done, aud the trial 
was made at four o'clock. Tho experiment 
did not timer in result from the one at Dr. 
Wight's stables, save that the milk at once 
commenced flowing and tho cow» seemed to 
"give down" better. Mr. Benton said that the 
usual amount of milk was obtained. About 
the same time was consumed that would be 
by hand -milking, although it is claimed by the 
agents,'one of whom says ho milked his cows 
with a machine all of last summer, that the 
milking can be done in?half the t ime, when 
the operator of the machine and the cows have 
become used to it. But it seems to be demon­
strated that cows can be milked cleanly, easily 
and with tolerable expedition by the "Cham­
pion Cow-Milker." 

Having said thus much of what we saw of 
the operations of this machine, we wil l now 
give a brief description of it, and point out 
what we consider some of its advantages and 
defects. 

The milker consists of a cupor basin, with a 
capacity of two or three quarts. A discharge 
spout provided with a valve, of india-rubber 
projects in front from the bottom of the cup. 
Around tho cup on four sides are four tubes 
coming out from the bottom and rising an inch 
or so. Around the top of the cup are arranged 
four india-rubber teat-cups, to receive the 
cow's teats. These are fastened to four metal 
tubes corresponding to the four coining out of 
the bottom, but not reaching them by a space 
of an inch or so. Connection IB made between 
these metal tubes by means of four short In­
dia-rubber tubes, iu the center of each of which 
is a rubber valve.ior an arrangement of holes 
whirh is made tj> serve the place of a valve. 
On the metal cup is fitted an air tight cover, 
with a metal rim to which is attached an india-
rubber diaphragm projecting downward so as 
to nearly or quite touch the inner sides and 
the bottom of the cup. T w o rods cross tire 
top of this cup from rear to front, the. rods on 
the front side being bent obliquely upward 
and outward, when the machine is at rest, and 
nearly at right angles, with handles bent at the 
ends parallel with the rods across the cup. To 
each of these rods, over tho center of the cup, 
is attached a short lever, on a level with and 
]>ointing toward the cup's edge, aud standing 
at right angles with the rods. To tho end of 
each of these levers is fastened a short pitman, 
which runs down and is attached to the bottom 
of the depressed rubber diaphragm, which 
thus excludes the air, or nearly so, from the 
nieVl cup. On pressing the two handles to­
gether, a rolling motion is given to the rods, 
which work the levers anal their attached pit-
mans, lifting the rubber and al lowing the air 
to rush in through the teat cup, expel l ing it 
again when the handles arc moved apart and 
the rubber descends into the bottom of the 
cup. This is called a diaphragm pump. The 
whole thing, when not attached to the cow's 
teats, works much like a common bel lows, and 
when attached would draw the teatw into the 
cups, and hold them steadily there, keeping up 
a constant drawing because of tho exhaustion 
of the air from the metal cup with which the 
metal and india-rubber pines, before described, 
connect the teat cm>8 at the bottom. In other 
words, the cow'sVrats would be drawn Into an 
exhausted receiver, and held there. This 
would have the effect to cord the teat next 
the bag, and prevent the miUx from 
running into the teat. It is necessary, 
therefore, to have the cups loosened when 
the milk in the teat is drawn out, that 
the milk may run in and fill it aga in; and 
this alternate' drawing and loosening must be 
kept up, i>l imitation of the sucking of the 
calf.untii the milk is all drawn from tfije cow's 
bag. Th i s result is secured by an Ingeniously 
contrived air-tube on the outside of each teat-
cup, running nearly ita whole length,and com­
municating with the interior of the cup 
through a hole in it at each end of the air-
tube. When the handles are pressed together 
and the air is exhausted, these holes c lose ; 
but as soon as the handles are moved apart, 
the holes open ' and* let the air in arouna the 
teat, which is at once loosened—so much so 
that the machine would naturally drop off 
were it not for J he upward pressure given to 
it by the operator in •spreading the handles. 
Another peculiarity is found in the fact that, 
by the closing, when the handles are spread, gf 
the holes or valves In the rubber pipes, con­
necting the upper and the lower metal tubes, 
the lower portion of the toat-cup to kept filled 
with milk up to and around tne teat. Thi s 
makes less pumping necessary, and requires 
that the teat should be cleaned before milk­
ing, if it is not desired to have any filth that 
may be on the teat washed off into the nrUk. 

From th© trials »»d examinations made— 
which were quite l imited—w« judge the Cham­
pion-Milker capable of mi lking easy on hard 
milkers , and those wi th long or short teaU^ 
with ease and comfort. W e judge i t m a y be 
advantageous m preventing and curing sore 
je*fto,ftJ>d that it wil l mf lkas f a s t o f ! * * * * 

such as would be made br us 
siderable t ime in a dairy trr > , 
man—necessary before g iv ing it 
indorsement in these particu' 
which it is used may be found 
la the amount of milk given. ' 
traduction of any mi lk ing machine might de 
pend on the decision ax this noint. No one 
would object to an increase o f the quantity ; 
but if it should be found t> reduce it, all 
would object. The price of! the machine 
(fifteen dollars) woulrt not be ^n objection, if 
its complexity—its tubes and valves—do not 
easily get out of repair, rendering the machine 
useless, or too expensive to keel) it in working 
order. W e have had no means of determining 
this point, but are Inclined to t i e belief that a 
simpler machine is not on ly a desideratum, but 
wil l yet be produced. 

One of the strongest objeetionjs to tlie "Cham­
pion Cow-Milker"—one w h i c h every cxper -
eneed dairyman wil l appreciate—is the diffi­
culty of getting at many of it* parts to clean 
them.* Its valves, tubes and numerous angles 
and corners, are serious objections. All these 
should be avoided as much as possible in 
everything with which milk comes in contact. 
Experience has shown to many of us that 
milk til ings can not be entirely freed from the 
particles of milk, unless we ean get at every 
point to actually rub it, when it is washed; 
and even then, scalding seenla necessary to 
keep them entirely free from ferments. Can 
the rubber, which is so much used In the con­
struction of the "Champion Cow-Milker," and 
of which the dUphragm, the teat cups, the 
connecting tubes and the discharge valve , are 
made, be kept clean and sweet t Can the milk 
be kept from collecting in the pores of the 
rubber, and wil l it stand the necessary scald­
ing? The? agents claim that the machine can 
be kept clean and sweet by wett ing it with 
cold water just before using it, and rinsing it 
immediately after, before the milk has had 
time to dry on. Both of these precautions are 
excellent, in the use of milk things, at all 
t imes, and Mr. Smith says ho found thoni suf­
ficient to keep his machine sweet, with a thor­
ough extra cleaning once or twice a week .dur 
ing all last summer. But Mr. Smith is an 
agent for the machine, and not altogether dis­
interested. Hence, though entirely honest in 
the matter, he might be inclined to accept 
evidence not wholly satisfactory to this club. 
Besides, we who have had experience and 
heard tho testimony of dairymen as regards 
the perfect condition of their milk, know how 
easy it is for the best of them to be deceived. 
Milk is often found in an objectionable state 
when its owners are the most positive that it 
is all right. 

In conclusion, TOUT committee feel It their 
duty to express the opinion, on the evidence 
before them, that a satisfactory cow-milking 
machine is among the near prolvabilities of the 
future; that the '"Champion Cow-Milker" to a 
step In the right direction, and its inventor de­
serves the thanks and encouragement of our 
dairymen; and tliat with further simplifica­
tion and improvement, making it certain that 
it will not easily get out of repair and can be 
kept clean and sweet, it may yet come into 
general use among our farmers. In its present 
condition, w e should not be wi l l ing to com­
mend it for general use,.but have hopes of ita 
ultimate perfection as the cow-milker. It 
stands now with the first mowing jnachines, 
the first sewing machines, the first steamboats 
and locomotives, and the potato-dfggerfi of our 
own day. It is rather a promise than a final 
accomplishment.

regular meeting of the Club was "Farm Build­
ings with Reference to the Care of the Stock."

The question for discussion, "Bee-Culture." 
was next in order. As Mr. Q U I N B Y , who was ex­
pected to open the discusoibn was not present, 
his place was ably filled by Mr. L. S. SIHSON, of 
West Edmeston, Otsego county, who spoke 
substantially as fo l lows: 

Mr. Sisson said he had come without any 
preparation, but would do the best he could to 
entertain the Club in his plain way. As long 
as bee-keeping had been practiced, it was yet , 
save in exceptional cases, in a very rude state. 
Superstitions innumerable wero still enter­
tained by tho groat mass of the people. Yet 
of late years a good deal of l ight has broken 
iu upon the subject of bee-culture. Years ago, 
when he purchased his first swarm of bees, 
people did not think of gett ing box-
honey Whenever honey was wanted a swarm 
—usually the strongest and most 
industrious—was sacrificed Now we not only 
get honey by using boxes, but are enabled, by 
the use of the frame hive and honey-emptier*, 
to obtain a large yield without injury to the 
bee. People generally have the idea that bees 
should be allowed to nave their own way, and 
swarm as they please. He believed in man­
aging bees as we would stock, and making 
thwm do as he wanted them. He could tel l 
better when they ought to swarm than they 
could. Left to themselves, they would make 
preparation for swarming during a warm 
spell In spring, aud then, if a cold 
snap came on they would destroy all 
they had done aud prepare to go 
into winter quarters. This was their idea of 
following nature. Man by his experience 
and reason, knows better, and can so manage 
bees that they will' gather honey when he 
wants them to, if there ar© blossoms, and 
make brood comb as he desires. His reason 
is superior to their instinct, and can be used 
to advantage in bee culture as wel l as in any­
thing else. He would leave theory and elo­
quence, however, and come down to plain 
practice, by tell ing the club how he managed 
bees. This , he presumed, was the kind of 
information they desired. 

The first object is t a get gaod strong swarms 
ready for the honey-gathering season, which 
usually commences at the opening or a] p ie -
blossoms. If they are not strong «no igh, 
he would set tHem brooding by feet] ing. 
For this purpose, a syrup made by dis wiv­
ing white sugar lu water, making it about the 
consistency of honey, is much cheaper i ban 
honey, ana will answer the purpose. As toon 
as fed, if they are sufficiently w i r m , 
the queen wil l begin to deposit her 
eggs . It is not the amount of honey hi the 
hive, but the ability of the bees to get E tore, 
that stimulates brooding, if their own h >nev 
1« taken from them and fed back again, it will 
have the same effect. Throe or four spoonfuls

If It to thought desirable to increase the 
number of swarms, divide the strongest by 
taking t w o frames - of brood comb from 
the center of the hive—it to usually confined 
to the four middle frames—and places them in 
the center of the new hive . «"^iLg on the 
•Vies, frss&ea without brood." One of the 
•wanna made by this division will contain the 
old q u e e n : the other wi l l be queenlees. But 
tine qoMsUesa half of another hJ«> with, the 

with the machine, and g ive them a small piece 
of worker comb taken from a swarm that has 
a queen, with which they wi l l *g*in prepare 
queen cells for rearing a queen. Continue this 

Eroeess until near tne close of the season 
a th i t w a y shay are prevented from rearing 

brood, and kept gathering honey during the 
honey harvest. Near the close, al low them to 
rear their queen. If dar ing the season these 
working colonies show s igns of weakness , they 
may begrtrengthened by taking sheets of cap 
brood from hives having- a queen, and ex­
changing it for their empty comb. 

The value of this method wi l l be shown by 
the fact that one pound of comb costs twenty 
pounds of honey, which is consumed in the 
process*, so that twenty pounds of honey and 
the wax to contain it, costs as much as forty 
pounds of extracted honey. T h e life of the 
worker bee in the working season to only 
about sixty days, and it to therefore not 
desirable to rear brood just as the honeyfoaspn 
closes, as they wi l l only consume the honey 
gathered, and die before winter. 

In regard to •warms with a queen ,he would 
al low them to fill their h ives and then furnish 
them boxes for surplus honey. In nine oaaee 
out of ten, acSbrding to Mrs. Ellen Tupper, of 
Iowa, if the old queen to removed and a y o u n g 
queen given before preparations) for swarming 
are commenced, they will not swarm during 
the season. It to a lways advisable to keep 
some strong swarms with a queen from which 
to replenish the queenless colonies during the 
honey season. Never al low a swarm without 
a fertile queen to build comb, as it wil l gener­
ally bulla only drone comb. Second swarms 
have a young and therefore not a fertile queen, 
and should the season be favorable for gather­
ing honey, they wil l build too much drone 
comb before she becomes fertile. By 
dividing swarms, as before indicated, w e avoid 
second swarms, and keep the hives filled with 
brood comb. The crooked comb so often com­
plained of by bee-raisers, to often the result of 
Suit ing second swarms into empty hives, 

[aving no fertile queen, they commence 
building only drone comb, which is composed 
of larger cel ls , and encroaches upon the room 
appropriated to the next frame. Instinct 
teaches them that they are not in a condition 
to propagate, and as their only desire is to utore 
honey, they build the drone comb, in which 
they can store a burger amount in the same 
wax than in the worker. 

The importance of ventilation w a s referred 
to. I Many s w a i m s are lost for the want of ven­
tilation. During hot weather, it is doubtful if 
bees Would hang on the outside of the hive, if 
i t were properly ventilated and kept cool. 
Ventilation to as Important in wintering as in 
summering. 

Bees can be handled with impuni­
ty by one w h o understands their na­
ture. Mr,. Sisson blows among the bees the 
smoke of j cotton rags, a twisted wisp of which 
he l ights and hokis in his hand. The fi ist blast 
disturbs tjiem and makes them fill themselves 
with honey. W h e n filled, they are doci'e and 
harmless,; So long as they snow uneasiness, 
he appliek the smoke. In the course of three 
to five minutes , the most obstinate sWarms will 

1 be subdujbd. Then the hive may be examined 
at leisures and frames of comb removed and 
emptied, or exchanged for other frames, as 
may be desired. 

! This ls,but a .brief abstract of Mr. Sisson's 
able and instructive remarks which were en­
forced with appropriate anecdotes and illus­
trated by the parts of a model hive which he 
exhibited before the Club. At the conclusion, 
a unanimous vote of thanks was extended to 
shim.

OP O A K S T H E F A I L U R E of" OAKKS AMES.—Regard ing 

this great financial disaster we quote from 
correspondence of the Springfield Republican :

But wi th the successs of his first 
nvestments iq railroad building in Iowa and 

in the I'nion Pacific railroad, and the great 
power that such vast enterprises brought Inick 
to him, there grew up in Mr. Oakes Ames a 
real passion for gigantic operations among the 
material forces of our civilisation. It came to 
be so strong that, as ne once confessed, he 
could not resist the fascination of a brilliant 
opening for connecting States or cementing 
continents with railroads, founding a city, or 
reconstructing social order,—with great money 
gains behind it. He had Still on hand large 
railroad operations in Iowa1 and in the South ; 
the Mobile and Chattanooga road were under 
his patronage; h e was a prime party in an 
organisation for reviving and completing a 
new railroad from the Potomac across Virginia 
to the Ohio river; and his real estate invesV 
ments were numerous and large in all parts of 
the country. The consequence was, of course, 
an ever-increasing mountain of debt. Every

market for ail Union Pacifio securities, of which 
Mr. Ames to stUl naturally a very large holder. 
T h u s the eriato came about, audi wel l it is for 
all parties that it has been delayed no longer.

The value to the country, in 
the construction of the Union Pacific railroad, 
of those qualities of his, that, in their indul­
gence and growth have threatened his ruin. 
are quite fully appreciated ; he was it* friend 
and patron and savior in the hour of doubt 
and need, and everybody will regret that he 
was not content to retire with the laurels and 
the weal th he earned in that great enterprise, 
whi le they will be glad to have him save as 
much as possible out of the wreck that his 
greedy passion for more triumphs has cer­
tainly threatened, if it has not brought.
