Nerer was a biograpbj looked for with 

more eagernesg, and never were the qaalitie* 
of a true biographer more needed th*o when 
Charles Dickens died. Well ntgh everj home 
in tbo civilized world felt bereft,and the sense 
of bereavement everywhere called for* fitting; 
memorial of his life to crown the legacy which 
he left. It called for » picture bv a master 
hand of the master artlat himsnlf to be placed 
among :be multitude of bis creations. Hence 
the great expectations excited when it was an­
nounced that his bosom friend and intimate 
correspondent, John Forsler, was to tell the 
story of the life of Dickens. One after an­
other the volumes came out; but each one 
was r^d with tbe hope that tbe next would 
be better. Tbe great audience was unmis­
takably disappointed. Adverse criticism over­
took tbe biographer, and it WSB natural that 
the third and last volume should be awaited 
with highest curionity and anticipation. 

In both preceeding volumes, and partially 
in the present one, the author has been unfor­
tunate in attempting too much. Ho has at­
tempted to write a life of Dickens, properly 
so-called,to o;ivs a gosttipy history of his novels, 
to prcseut a collection of his letters and to 
write his own biography. Besides these things 
he has afco attempted to write an apology for 
bis fntnouH friend. Each one of these depart­
ments di-serveo a Npeclal treatment, and the 
result of their combination can uot pioperly 
lie called a biography. Yet i. is no more than 
fair to judge a book by its contents, and to 
compare it with the standard which the author 
himself set up. , 

lu the chapter entitled 'Personal Character-
inllcp,"Mr. Former makes a general reaponso 
to hiti cr i t ic . This* was his design : 

To give to these memoirs wlm', was attain­
able of the valuo or autobiogmpby, lettem ato 
myuulf. c ivermg nil the itupotUut incidents 
iu the life to be retmced, were uaed, with tew 
exceptiiuiH, exclusively; and though the ex­
ceptions are much more numerous in the 
present volume, thin general plan has guided 
me to tlie end. Of the cbartre of obtruding 
invnelf, to which their publication ltusexpoHed 
me, I cult only ray thnt I studied nothing so 
hard HH to nu|i|iress my own personality, and 
have to regret mv ill success where I sup­
ported 1 had even too perfectly succeeded. 

There can bo no doubt that bin readers will 
tbank him for the publication of these letters. 

','. \*othing >n the work throws as much light 
'' upon the character and life of D i c k e r when 

iie was behind thf scenes UH they. They re­
veal the man ; accusing or excusing, they ate 
certainly unimpeachable. 11 is not in these let­
ters that the nAtthor obtrudes hiint'elf, but it k-i 
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to nearly six thousand people. He may have 
been conscious of waning fancy And inven­
tion, and sought this means of a new excite­
ment. He nerer after lost his love of 
reading his books to the world. He gave 
three series in England before coming 
to America. They were one continual 
round of travel, excitement and fatigue. 
Snatching hurried sleep and meals, harrying 
from stage or railway carriage to the reading 
desk, making speeches, and eating public din­
ners, he made the tour of tbe large towns of 
England. His profits were enormous and he 
messured his success by tbe number of the 
" turn-a ways," instead of the sise of tbe audi* 
ence. The receipts from each reading varied 
from two to four hundred pounds. This was 
the prelude to his American tour and it was no 
wonder that that virgin field was fascinating. 
This project was also opposed by his friends, 
but Dickens overruled them, and the result of 
that decision Americans will not soon forget: 
Tbe following is an exhibit of *he financial 
results of the tour summarised in a letter from 
Mr. Dickens to Mr. Forster: 

The expenses .in America, to the day of our 
sailinir. were $38,04" ; roughly $89,000, or 
£13,000. The preliminarr expenses were 
£614. The average price of gold was nearly 
40 per cent., and yet mv profit was witbin a 
hundred or so of £20,000. Supposing me to 
have'got through the present engagement in 
good health, I shall have made, by tbe Read­
ings in tiro yearn, £33,000; that is to say, 
£13.000 received from the Chappells, and £20.-
000 irom America. These figures are, of 
course, between ourselves ; but don't you 
think them rather remarkable T 

The entire narrative of Mr. Dickens' last 
visit to America is made up of correspondence, 
letteis to the author and to some of Mr. Dick­
ens' relatives; and it will not be found the 
least interesting part of the volume. In three 
chapteis we have accounts of his residence on 
the continent. In 1853 he rr-visited Switzer­
land and Italy, spending the three follow­
ing rummers at Boulogne, aud the 
years 1853 0, In Paris. These chap­
ters are tbe least interesting because 
they arc to a very great extent Irrelevant. 
They consist entirely of letters fiom the 
points visited to Mr. Forster, and were they 
compiled separately they would make a very 
readable and sketchy book. They show what 
uu inimitable foreign correspondent Mr. Dick­
ens wou-ld havo made, but they add little or 
nothing more to our knowledge of the writer 
Racy criticism of French peculiarities, easy 
discussions of European politics, piquant ac­
counts of travel incident and uurqualed word-
paiotings of laudf-cape and A!pare very pleas­
ant reading, but the earnest searcher after tbe 
slcry of Dickens' life will skip these chapters. 
One chapter is devoted to a very charming de­
scription of Uadphill Place, tbe residence of 
Atr Dickens from 1850 until his death. It is 
accompaoien by illustrations, and tho story of 
the Riling up of the place, its gardens, chalet, 
and furniture will be enjoyed. His relations 
witb Household Worth and All the Year Hound 
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T h e f i n t o f the August Welsh Imagaslnes 
to reach as ItYOgfaill. It opens with a 
paper on the "Favorable Phases an I Tenden­
cies of the Age," read before l i e last C*l-
vlnistic Methodist General Assembly at 
Racine, in May, 1873, by Rev. M. A Ellis, one 
of the editors. Mr. Ellis is a brill! ant writer, 
with a florid style, and a tenden :y to exag­
geration. The time that has elapse 1 since the 
paper was written, has played sad I avoc with 
some of tbe author's roseate conclusions. 
Still, it is such a fine piece of composition, 
that one will pardon much to its logic for tbe 
sake of its rhetoric, and wish the facts were 
more encouraging. The roost noticeable 
essay is the fourth installment of Rev. J. T. 
Lloyd on the "Will." The author treats of 
certainty as distinguished from fa:altsm and 
chance. A few quotations will show h i s 
line of argument. 

By certaint ly in Its present com ection we 
mean, that the fulfillment of all man's ac's 
are under the guidance of the sett I d laws of 
his mind ; or, in other words, certa n without 
being necessary. * * * The stoi j of man's 
life, tr im beginning to end, WSB accurately 
written in God's mind, tbe day he w i s created. 

• * * Reader. God knows froi n eternity 
how you will act under all circumst inces. He 
knows now what thoughts and pur wses bide 
in the depths of your soul, perbaj B some of 
them acted out in twenty years; an 1 do you 
think that you will then entertain 
thoughts and purposes? * *

when lie inteipolalea long di-'custions in liter-
ttturp, with illustrations from Scott and aro described, and here, as elsewhere, is a repe-
Hliakesjioare, and when ho gives us cut aneN 
dried er4ituaU>s of Dickens' novels in nearly 
every chapter. A collection of these disser­
tations would make a small literary texl-boi k. 
And this is more truly an imru>lon, because 
we kuow that he is the apologist aud biassed 
defender of liitii wbosd woik* he ebtima»es. lu 
national history we demand first of all impar­
tiality, and if possible neutialiiy. A history 
proilui-Ml by a partial historian is almost val­
ueless. How much more then in the history 
of a ringle individual is personal partisanship 
to be avoK'ftl. And when the piofusM'd ob­
ject of a v»ork ii not the championship of 
sutnebotjy, this is almost an Impertinence. 

That the rt pulation of Dickens as a novel­
ist and as a man has declined, since liis death, 
is not, therefore, the fuult of Mr. Forster. He 
rightly refmjus fnu^ utve!|m;; in detail upon 
that unhappy pas.-age )n the novelist's career, 
whi'O be put aw"* inn wjfe. Iful even here 
the part of the advocate ift foremost. )n pps 
letter Dickens says: "Shull l ever , I wonder, 
get the frame of mind back as it U6«*d to he 
(\f;-n'l 1 find that the skeleton jn. my do-
issesH*. rtoj,«.t ŝ hemming a pretty ujg <Y"a 

tit ion of his unvarying experience, that what­
ever covers contain his magic words the pub 
lie demand exceeds the supply. 

Before be began to writ© •' Little Dorrit," 
Dickens instituted a custom which was new to 
him, and which denoted his sense of weaken­
ing power. He began to keep a book of 
memoranda for reference in his work. He 
jotted down all ports of odd sights, ex­
periences, and fancies. Among these Irinis 
we recognise Borpe which have already been 
elaborated in Lis novels, but most of thcip 
were never used. Possibly some were fancies 
for tbe remainder of" EdWin Drood." These 
are specimens.

Di. kens di'plt.n R the lack of congeniality be* 
tween himself and his wife, and in which he 
"claims no, immunity from blame." Then 
amid brillinnt successes, and every adulation 
that an almost adoring |fubl}c could give, 
amid the uproar of applause and the excite­
ment of public readings, we learn that 
"thenceforward he and bis wifa lived apart." 
This act posterity will never forgive. We also 
tint] an elaborate apology forlhecxtiosure to all 
the world of the weakueases of hia own father 
in tbepersou of Micawberand for the unscrupu­
lous caricature of his near but excontric friend 
Leigh Hunt, in the person of Skmipole. Mr, 
Forster presents exBmples of previous authors 
who have done the same thing as a vindication 
of Mr. Dicktns. Whatever Mr. Forsler may 
BSV, the letters of Mr. Diik-ns lead us to tho 
unavoidable conclusion that he was persever­
ing to selfishness In bis seaich. for t-fpftiye 
scenes, incidents, and characters. We can not 
h lp tl»B impression when we read those ex, 
prea.tlons of elation at sight ot a monstrosity 
or of a unique tableau nmong thp lowly and 
guttering, that the feelmgof satisfaclipn at the 
potreawyn of material for another marvelous 
chapter was uppermost, \n his estiinate of 
Mr. Dickens as a novelist, the biographer finds 
almost nothiup; to criticise, and his verdict Is 
therefore of far less worth than we should 
flthi'i'wjse exiuet from that source. Hianatise 
»nd appre^.tiiwu fcrp ao.fOft jnyariably tru;h-
ful. b»\»ever, though he ignores even the no­
torious fau laof his author, and leaps into the 
arena with sl.icrity to defend him against the 
attacks of M. Taine and Henry Lewes. He 
t*lts ns that "his leading quality waa Humor" 
but he only rcii^uatJy^adtuilflthat sometimes 
"liutnor was not his servant put bjs faster ." 

This volume is more valuable and Interest­
ing thap the others for wver.il reasons. Tliough 
the a one geneial plan and t^eattn^spt are ro-
lainrd it is evident that the author ban profit, 
ted by criticism.
