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POWT DS OALXA, Dec, l874.—Two weeks 
in Ceylon, and a momory of palms in al­
most endless groves; of sharp isolated moun­
tain peaks blue and haey toward the north; 
of swarms of natives in white and red, 
making beautiful by variety of colors the 
narrow emerald plain between the fort and 
the palms. A wealth of luxuriant green­
ness under the languors of a tropical sup-
Point de Galle is a Tillage in a fortress, and 
fills one end of a horse-shoe. The interior 
of the horse-shoe is the harbor. Southward* 
stretches away the sea. A dangerous coast 
this of Ceylon; sunken rocks and reefs 
fringe it, and many a stout ship has broken 
twddenly on it when time and tide were 
fair. Now looking down upon the the sea 
and land, here is a far-stretching, pulsing, 
glistening expanse of blue, and there is on 
undulsiting surface robed in green. A line 
of serf breaks against yonder rocks and 
thunders into the air, or washes along the 
sand in a long-drawn sweep, which sounds 
at night like gigantic respiratioiis. Ceylon 
is an omerald fringed with pearls, and ly­
ing in sapphire— 

"Oatyaaaals v i le ." 
The interest naturally divides between 

the country and the people. No particular­
ly balmy breezes, flower scented, are 
"blowing soft" now, in November and De­
cember. These are winter months—that is 
the thermometer ranges at about 83s in the 
shade, and we are having rainy afternoons. 
In April, the innumerable flowering trees 
and smaller plants make the ail redolent, 
and the sailor can smell the land long be­
fore he can see it. Small wonder for wot, 
if what Mr. Ferguson wrote is true: *'TIBB 
indigenous species of flora number 2,883, 
double that of Great Britain, and one-thir­
tieth of all described in the world." Cinna­
mon and rice are native: coffee and cocoa-
nuts are importations. It is a land of spices 
and jewels. Here, certainly, ia a land of 
balm and fragrance, and the swooning lan­
guor of tropical valleys and the fresher air 
of interior mountains. MOnly men is vile." 
It was pleasant-sailing when coasting down 
the eastern shore—so oright and calm the 
sea and -so fair the verdant land. The 
palms crowded down to the beach, and far 
away rose the mountains of Kandy in long 
slopes, or Jagged and sky-piercing. There, 
"Adam's Peak" points its sharp cone, and 
southward looms the huge conoid of the 
Haycock. 

Adam's Peak was so named, don't you 
see, because Adam lived there; and he left 
his foot-print in the solid rock. And are 
not the rocks, reefs, bars and islands, which 
almost connect Ceylon with* south-eastern 
Hindooston, called Adam's Bridge, even 
until this day? The Buddhist legends, how­
ever, assign the foot-print on the mountain 
to Buddha, in the days of liis incarnation. 
It is also said that the earliest mention of 
Ceylon is found in the Rauiayano. 

CEYLON. 
If that be so, then you may reread the 

translation of the Hindu poem, with a little 
additional interest. One of the partial 
translations of the Ramayana is the "Iliad 
of the East," and he who hath preserved 
the romance of his youth, and isn't sorry 
for it, may sometime comfortably spend 
gome spare hours in reading the book. Not 
the veil of the translation, nor the occasion­
al jollity of the lady translator, can obscure 
the exquisite delicacy of the Hindu poet. 
A finer fragment is found in " Idyls from 
the Sanscrit." Rama was really Vishnu 
incarnate, doomed to untold BOITOWH as son 
of the King of Oude. Havana was King of 
CeylOi), and was invulnerable against any 
of mortal birth, t ie forcibly carried away 
Sita, the charming wife of Rama, to Sri 
Laukapura, his capital.* Then came the 
tug of war. Thus, the first historical men­
tion of Ceylon. Bat let it be remembered 
that "the Iliad of the East," so called, is not 
the Iliad of Homer. Perhaps, the Hindu 
poet was contemporaneous with the Greek 
author or authors, but it is more probable 
that Valmiici preceded Homer. 

Ceylon became better known to the West 
through the Portuguese, in the time of 
their national enterprise three hundred and 
sixty or seventy years ago; and for ono 
hundred and fifty years they hold posses­
sion. Thou for a hundred and fifty years, 
nearly, the Dutch had control of the trade, 
and built for themselves the fort at Point 
de Galle. Still the huge gateway bears 
their crest, and the old church is open every 
Sabbath to the little company of thwir repre­
sentatives who gather there. They told me 
that the Dutch language did not hold its own 
agajnst the Portuguese, but that tho latter is 
in use even where families intermarried. 
In 1796,'tSeyIon went into the maw of the 
British lion, though the final subjection of 
the King of Kandy was nearly 30 years 
later. The British Lion I Between Utica 
and Ceylon, nothing more wonderful than 
the English of the East, always ag­
gressive, dominant, unyielding. I thought 
of England as expressing the home 
of some islanders, with a shadowy 
realm in the East. That England 
is on out-welliiiR whirl of colonists and sol­
diers—a home of immense vitality and fs-
cundity. That eastern realm is inter-pen 
etrateu and thoroughly leavened with Eng­
lish force and English ideas. English 
garrisons menace the entrance to the Med­
iterranean, and to the Red Sea, and con­
trol at Penangand and Singapore the 
direct passage to the Far East. Island 
after island eastward from Australia ac­
cepts the British flag, and China and Japan 
admit the English regiment*. Presently, 
it will be safe to assume that wherever an 
island lies possessing a good harbor, or 
yielding coal, or commanding a passage, 
or serviceablejn the far future as a depot 
for English goods, the British lion.m&dsr 
some pretext, will take that island for the 
welfare of his numerjous—«ons(V). 

Let us get back, as best we may, to Coy-
Ion. For all of its spicy balms, its verdure' 
and its charming sanitarium beyond Kandy, 
Ceylon, like Penang and Singapore, is a 
trying climate for the North European I 
askea an English army surgeon, who has 
seen much of Asia and Africa, where, in 
his opinion, is the most attractive home in 
the East, and he replied, "The Nsilgharry 
hills below Madras/' And what, I asked, 
may be the best place for a consumptive) 
"Algiers, Port Said, Singapore." Now Sin* 

Kpore is almost on the Equator, but the 
at is not so oppressive as at 10" or 15* 

above. (Do you remember Th, Starr King's 
lecture on "The laws of disorder"?) Never­
theless, Singapore and Ceylon, for prolonged 
residence, .are terrible for the European, 
at least for European women. It was piti­
ful to see the bloodless cheeks and white lips 
and languid air of the floe ladies whom I 
saw riding along the wpteodid roads, Par* 
haps it is not at all attributable to the 
climate, for what think you of this? Tea 
and toast at eevan Jo the roorning. break­
fast at nine, or later, tusm at one o'clock 
and dinner at seven or eight o'clock ta^ha 
evening. Fish, flesh and fowl three tunes 
a day under the equator I And then there 
is no hard work done bv Europeans, 'no 
manual labor, no active exercise. The 
natives neither eat flesh nor drink spirits, 
but the English are lusty oonsumors of both* 
Not even an English organisation oaa with-
stand such habits. 

B W O A P O R l . 
Singapore has a bad name, for all of its 

flnectimate, superb roads, and its botanical 
garden, it is a sort of refugium peeoatorm*-

dent as they dare to be. The English sur­
geon takt me that a Moamunmedan 
convicted in a MadraeToourt, and 
to imprisonment "Whereupon/ said Dr> 
Mlfler. "the fellow spit in the judgeVfiftce.? 
So far I believed the doctor's story. "Then 
the judge instantly shot him through the 
head," continued the doctor. Spitting at 
judges never became fashionable among 
the Madras Mohammedans; but they are 
a little impudent everywhere. l ike the 
Japanese, the Singhalese men are hand­
somer than the women; but as the men 
weaT tortoise shell combs, either square or 
circular, and the hair is long and flowing or 
gathered into a knot behind the head, 
a stranger Is puxxled whether to 
say sir or .niadame to a Sing­
halese. He otters you shell combs and 
ebony carvings, and will be satisfied with 
twice their value. The better classes make 
good clerks, and the lower classes are ex­
cellent servants. The Mohammedan (there 
is no mistake about him) likes to sell—Eng­
lish travelers! He brings tortoise shell-work, 
pearls, sapphires, rubies, moonstones, and 
catseyes—all of which are plentiful in Cey­
lon—and offers the jewels either set or free, 
at say ten times their value. He prefers, 
however, to show a bit of glass, swear it is 
a gem, ask three times the value of a true 
stone, and allow the Englishman to chuckle 
over a bargain at one-third the price. The 
bargaining in Singhalese jewels is almost as 
bad as the oant-piayiug on the Central Pa­
cific railway. 

rXAOCUKACUH IN A BOOK O F T K A V H A 

Mr. Seward wrote a book of travels. A 
great pity. Money was made by it—and 
that is all that will be made by it. Con­
cerning Point de Oyatte and lower Ceylon, 
it is written—"On a gentle elevation is a 
pretty Christian church and spire confront-. 
Ing a mosk and minarets not less conspicu­
ous." There is "just no harbor at all * • 
* the ledges (of the entrance) are scarcely 
a quarter of a mile apart * * with room 
for but five or six vessels." "Haycock Hill 
is fourteen thousand feet high," f * 
"Adam's Peak is nine thousand feet high." 
These four statements are true, except in 
four particulars. There is no mosk with1 

minarets in Oyatte, nor any "on a gentle 
elevation." The Dutch and the English' 
churches were probably in the writers eye. 
They do not quite confront,—they confide. 
There is a fair harbor with room for quite a 
number of vessels, and the entrance is a 
mile or more in width. Haycock Hill la 
not so high by ten thousand feet, and 
Adam's Peak is not quite a mile and a quar­
ter high—so say the official papers. But, 
then, traveler's stories are apt to spring 
from "a gentle elevation." 

CHURCHES AND BXUfJIOUS BKRVICK. 

Four churches in Galle—the Wesleyan. 
the Roman Catholic, the Dutch Church and 
the Church of England. English Baptist 
Missions, more recently established about 
Colombo, and glad was I to> hear a Portu­
guese speak highly* of them. 

The wesleyans and the Roman Catholics 
are also truly missionary in character-
zealous and successful workers among the 
natives. A little oompony representing 
Dutch and Portuguese families assembles in 
the Dutch Church, and a very respectable 
company of English residents with an oc­
casional respectable Singhalese, fills the 
Church of England—all of them accus­
tomed to silver spoons or silver plate. The 
Wesleyans held native sorvico in the morn­
ing, and the preacher was a native. In 
the evening is an English service, and a 
large proproportion of the audience which 
I saw, were quite respectable Singhalese, 
and withal, quite devout. Mass was ended 
when I entered tho morning service at the 
Roman Chanel, and the priest was exhort­
ing in English tho crowd of Singhalese 
and the Irish soldiers present. There was 
the URual discussion of Protestantism and 
the newspaper, and tho man talked well 
according to his light; but when speaking 
of the purely religious and spiritual life, 
there he did better ana spoke al­
together devoutly and helpfully out 
of professional conviction and rinfe 
experience. What do any Christian 
preachers with pulpit discussions and con­
troversies, religious or pob.tfaalr Poor, 
tired dogs, we want a little encouragement 
and considerable warning, and unlimited 
exhortation I but—saving their reverence-
very, very little of partisan canon or can­
non. Venerable in exterior, the old Dutch 
Church in Galle is almost quaint within. 
It was late in the afternoon when I took 
niy »eat within the solemn walls. Somber 
enough would these have been but for an 
immense colored window on the western 
sido; and, perhaps, the ceaseless chirp of 
the English sparrows through prayer and 
song and sermon, served to enliven what 
otherwise might have been dull. Surely it 
is an amiable pooplo as well as an 
amiable tabernacle where the sparrows 
build houses for themsel vestal the nooks of 
arches and galleries, and the sharpness of 
their rrv or the flutter of their coming and 
going, does not disturb the even harmony 
t»i praise or worship. Beneath the feet are 
long stone slabs net in the floor, gray and 
cold, and rude in sculpture, perpetuating 
each as best they can. the memory of a 
name. So they beneath still beg a passing 
tribute, and mutely say—we also lived. 
Tablets on the walls cherish the names of 
some recently departed, and of others, who, 
in the last eentury. sunk out of this noisy 
earth of ours into the still eternity, There 
were painted emblems and banners on one 
or two huge wooden tablets, and I thought 
I saw in the dim light a pair of spurs hurg 
beneath an old rapier. As fpr the living, a 
few youth were here and there on. the 
benches, and a few elders sat on raised 
seats about the walls. High above them in 
a quaint barrel like pulpit, stood the minis* 
ter. Solemn the voice of the preacher' 
rolled out from under an immense sound­
ing board—heartily and unwearily heread 
his strong disooiirse to the end. It seemed 
at first a voice from the dead whose me* 
moritah] were beneath and above; nor 
pulsed it with the energy of to-tlay. nor in­
stinct was it with anght below an ideal or 
a visionary world. 

The young folks n<*tlo4 A&OUt. the elder? 
nodded, and the old tablets seemed glad 
awhile for the quiet and kindred company 
below. There seemed to be both noise and 
silence,and I felt dropped backward into the 
seventeenth century,—into an old church 
garnished with token* of preceding gene­
rations. And the reader read heavily on, 
There came at last, a solemn hush; a ben-
odiction sweet and gradouj fell from the 
preacher's lips; the common instincts of 
humanity trembled upward in response to 
the father, a flood of radiancy from the 
setting sun beamed through the great west­
ern window; and the light transfiguring 
the preacher and the people, lit up tenderly 
the names of the dead, vhes* *** a ■*«-
