—•The opening contribution to Harper's 

Magazine for November, Is "Magnus and 
Moroa; a Shetland Fairy Tale," by the 
author of "John Halifax, Gentleman." It 
is an operetta,, and though its machinery is 
supernatural, its lesson is often only teo 
evident. We are taught that mutual for* 
bearanceand kindness are essential in the 
family circle. The poem is weird and 
oftentimes truly beautiful. A richly illus­
trated paper by Harriet Prescott Spofford 
describes vividly the elegant and quaint 
.designs of mediaeval furniture. "A, Puri­
tan Gentleman in New England," is 
a sketch of the .personal traits 
and domestic habits of • Governor 
John Winthrop. There is an account of an 
expedition intd the Hirtailayas by A. II. 
Guernsey, entitled "An English Woman 
among the Himilayas." It is a vivacious 
narrative of personal experience, illustrated 
witb very indifferent engravings. "Tombs 
in Old Trinity," by Mi£s. Martha J. Lamb, 
is perhaps the most attractive paper of the 
number.

There is also a biographical sketch 
and review of the philosophical method of 
John Locke; by Professor Charles Murray-
Nairne. The supply Of fiction if unusually 
abundant. Miss MuiocK's "The Laurel 
Rush" is concluded, as he fore indicated. 
Par^ fifth of "A Woman-Hater" appears. 
The short stories are "Oulv<a- Study," by 
Annie Thomas*; "Mission Endeavor;" bv 
Constance Femraore Woolson ; "Peat 
Fields," by Miss Thackaray; "Marcia," by 
Rebecca Harding Davis; and "The Dona­
tion Party at Wiilowbrook."
