What shall we say of lhe genivs of the
Welsh people for eloguence and song? I
have in my time, within half a centu-
ry, bearnd many of the most gifL-
rd and eloquent pulpit? orators  In
England and this country, baib I have no
besitation in saylog—in fre and lor¢e, in
gathos and power, in that womderful per-
sonal magnetistii that tirels and sways
an audience at wul, in that impassioned
eloquency that cilectrities the soul, and for
the time being takes captive all the facul-
tyes and lifts you up as it were into the ves-
'tibule of tne glory of the New Jerusalem,
I never heard any that conlld come up to the
fmat preachers of Wales. It was iny priv-
lege to hear the grand trio of Welsh jl-
pit orators when they wers in the senith of
their glory and power—Jahn Elhas, Christ-
mas Evans, and “Wtlliams or Wern,”
and 1 may ald another name of one ol
the wmosy gilted [ ever heard, Jobn
Jone« of Llanilylni. 1once heard that
wonderful man preaching at a Cyman.
fa where there was an audience of over
8,000 people, Ha praached for two bouis
aid a balf; he held them speli bound by
by silvery aloquence. ‘Twese greal pulpit
orators were not ttamed in the critured
schools of Oxford or Cambridee. No, thoey
eame {rom ?ée low. the anvil, the sifuttle
and mechan 'slilencll, Theirstovk of learo-
ing was by no ineans great, but they had
an observing relish of nature, and from her
bosnm drew storez of senhinent, thought
and fancy. Not otherwise remarkably
equipped, they cana forthh fresh [from Lhe
atudy of the Bible, with hearla yearning
fordihe lost, and totgues touched with fire
from heaven, anl apoke to the vast crowds
that flocked to bear them, with an unclion
and power never surpussed since the apos-
tolic davs. The congregational singing waa
as elfective and characteristic n 1ls way,
as the preaching, and wonderfully helped
to deepen the impression made by the ser-

o

moen.  The louder they sang the better
they felt, and tbe beller they felt
‘the looger they sang. Was it not

in the bearty suiging of those glorwus
old Welsh bymns, and in the truinmg
of the chapel choirs was laid the foundation
of that consummatke skill in choral singigg
that under the atimulus and auspices of the
Eisteddlfod has reached a piteh of excel-
lence that bas brought the Welsh choralists
into such promioent notice, and won sueh
high disinction? We owe much 1n évery
way l the Eisteddfod We ouglitto be
proud of our national iustitution, not only
for what it has done in elucating and ele-
vating our own people, but what 1t has indi-
rect by accomplisticd for the rest of the world.
The London AthempPunt asserta that the
Elsteddfod was tbe precursor of Lhose
monsiter national exhibitivns bhekl in the
Crystal Palace, London, that proved so
fruitful of beneit amd blessing in the
grand nationali music meetings, As from
Walea wax derived the iden of giving 1y
tbat immense edifice, murical eutertuin.
ments for competition in song, it was mect
and proper that from & ropote ©or-
ner 10 Walea should come to
great metropolis, a band of hum-
ble minstrels, under the leadersbio
of Caradoc, who by their aehievements n
choral stnging ehould beat all rivals, carry-
ing off the palm of victory and cover themn
selves with glory, In two years in succes-
gion they carried off Lho prinewpal priza of
£3,000 in the graxd musical coutest ag the
Crystal Palace, open to all singers and
choirs in the kingdom. Whbat measurs of
proticiency in choral siogiog has been at.
tamed by the Welsh peopie 10 this couatry,
scattered as they are, and training them-
salves under oinny disadvantages, it is not
for me to say. You wili bave the oppor-
tunity t¢ form yvor own opinion. *The
Mendelssohas,” of Hyde Park, are hero un
der Ltheir proticient leader, who will dis-
course to you io sweet harmony some of
their best pieces, Remember these men
weore oot traineds in the muasic schwools of
Boston nor New York. They are working
men who delve tor their daily bread in the
deep minea of Permaylvania—trained in the
s-nool of self-culture, and the aspirations
incident to commoti life. Men of char-
acter and moral worth, who bave takea
advantage of thelir spare hoursin callivat-
tng their gilta in theennobling, cultared art
of mumsic. I presome I cao safeiy apply
tirese remarks to the other choirs trained
tn Oneida and other counties. This Kis-
teddfod, I am eatistled, will prove to be
oné¢ tbat will gratufvthe lovers of music
and aford 0 us alF genuine mbelhctual
enjorment. When I speak of the Welsh
plke, I spdak of pecple in comparatively
umble circumatances and lowly condition,
Wales bas no powerfol and proaperous
middie class t¢ bridge the chasm that sep-
aratea them from the landed gentry, who,
whilo mdet tenacious of their rights, are
forgetfui enough of the duties of property.
The Weish owe as little to the establiphed
clergy as the landed gentry, for the clergy
as a boiv were hitterly hoatite to that

which has done 80 much for thair emanc:-
nation from the thraldrom of ignorance
and profhigacy. What baa been effreted
the way of inteilectual improvement
ood moral advancempent, has been the
work of the people Ihewselves, and that 1
take it to be tbeir crowning glory, They
have fornished a striking example of how
the plainest living may go hand in hand
with nohle and high thinking, and how the
lowliest condition is compatible with an
intarest and proficiency in the higber cul-
tured pursuits, that have been looked upon
as confined Lo the most favored classes of
society. I bave toncned hghily on some of
the influences thal bave h2en most potent
in awakening the slumbering facutties and
molding the character of the Welsh people,
As the result of tie forces that have been
at work, I may mention the diffusion of
evangelical religion throughout the land,
and the rwe and growth of a literature
that may well be called the ‘‘iterature of
Iabor.” I apologize to you for detaining
you s0 long from the treat that is io
store for you. I will say in con-
clusion, wbile faithful in the dircharge
