Our SproVal Corretpondene*. 
MARTIOANY. July 26, l<*79.-To adequate­

ly appreciate the graadure and picturesque 
beauties of Swiss scenery, one must see it 
for himself; to look at such marvelous 
sights at ibis wonderland affords thro the 
medium of other's eyes, is but to catch the 
faintest idea9 of the grand reality. It 
is no word picture 1 shall now at­
tempt to draw, a labor that so 
many have already undertaken, but 
only to relate as concisely as possible 
tbe delightful experiences of one weeks 
ramble In the mountains. Sunday we (sre 
at the) village of Zermatt, nestling almost at 
the very feet of tbe snowcapped Matter-
horn that rears aloft its sharply-defined 
peak over fourteen thousand feet toward 
heaven. All about us are snowy summits, 
and dazzling glaciers resembling great 
frozen cataracts; here winter holds eternal 
sway. Ziirmatt is the great center for this 
par); of the Alps, as from here are made nu­
merous excursions to the neighboring gla­
ciers and mountain tops. The English large­
ly predominate, and at every turn in the 
roads one sees the adventurous Britons 
clad in knee-breeches and gaiters, armed 
with alpenstocks and ice axes, with which 
to scale tbe dizzy hights. Putting aside 
tbe coaling of ice slopes and slipping 
over glaciers, a very enjoyable and tboro'ly 
delightful excursion and unattended with 
possible danger, is the ascent of the Garner 
Urat, a bight a little over ten thousand feet 
above tbe sea level. A good bridltfpath 
leads to this floe point of observation, and 
affords a view unexcelled in Switzerland. 
Here one seems to be standing in the cen­
ter of a vast amphitheater, surrounded as 
far a* the eye. can see, by a world 
of ice and snow. At the right 
the towering Matterborn; before us the 
huge snow mountain of the Breitborn; at 
the left the glistening peaks of Monte Rosa', 
while smaller peaks fill in** the space be­
tween mas-ive mountains; and encircling 
the bases of all are tbe rivers of ice. tribu­
taries, as it were, of the great Qorner 
glacier, lying like a huge serpent at our feet. 

THR S W I S S PEASANT. 
Tuesday finds us in a small wagon with 

no springs, jogging over the road from 
ZnYuatt to S \ Niklaus; this drive is accom­
plished, in four hours'time: at this point 
the wagon is t xebaoged for another vehicle 
without springs—a mule's back! Four 
hours more iu this rather wearuonie situa­
tion (the animal never moves faster than a 
sedate walk) thro* tbe charming valley 
of St. Ntklaus. to the village of Visp. This 
valley is exceedingly picturesque, with its 
little Alpine villages hanging as by a 
miracle of adhesiveness to tbe steep 
hillsides. There is nothing dirtier io the 
world than a 'Swiss peasant, unless it 
be the house he lives in. The chalets are 
prettv at a distance; and the tittle carved 
ones that you buy are sweet and clean, but 
they are a ternb'e natire on the original 
article. Tbe peasants al| seem to be in tne 
depths of poverty ; but they all, o|d as well 
as young, work unceasingly. They stand 
in ihe harness untlll they drop into tbe 
grave. They live principally oa potatoes 
and tourists, ^togging is seldom met with, 
but life with these people is one eternal 
grind, and one can but admire their patient 
industry. Tbe northern cantons are mich 
more cleanly than tbose bordering on Italy. 

T U B BATHR O f LENK. 
An earlv start from Zermait enables us 

to reach Visp in time to >eatcb tbe after­
noon train for Lenk station, forty minutes 
distant on the Rhone Valley railway. From 
this point a charming drive of seven and 
one-balf miles. tbro» me beautiful Dala val­
ley, brings us to the celebrated Baths of 
Lenk, or Loechc-les-Bainp. This little water­
ing place, situated directly at tbe foot of 
the tfemrin Pkss, consists chiefly of hotels 
and bath houses, and in tbe months of July 
nnd August are rilled with great nutnbrrs of 
Frer.ch and Italian visitors. The springs 
are twenty-two in number, rising in and 
near tbe village, and are so abundant that 
nine-tenths of the water flows uuuaed into 
the Dala, a small tributary of tbe Rhone. 
The water is" especially beneficial io 
cutaneous diseases. The temperature 
varies from 9:$° to 123° Fahreut.eit. We 
visited several of the baths, and it 
was a ratbpr unpleacing spectacle. Both 
srxes soak in one cortimon bath: I 
use tbe word sunk advisedly, for their 
indulgence iu this kind' of bathing Is 
exsctlyth it, The cutaneously afHicted en­
ter the water at Ave o'clock in tbe'morning 
and remain until ten o'clock, then they 
withdraw and r»st until two o'olook, when 
they again enter the bath, and remain 
until five. This is only eight hours 
of steady immersion, and with the 
water at so high a temperature tbe 
patients -must be in a condition of par­
boil unpleasaot to think of, They ail wear 
long flannel gowns, and before each is a 
small floating table op wb.ch he or she has 
coffee and rolls, newspaper, checkerboard, 
or other amusement. When we entered a 
game of •'blind-man's-buff * was 4n pro­
gress, and all the p&iticipaotarwere scream­
ing and howling at the top of their voices; 
the water does not weaken their lungs at 
any rate. 

PASS Otf THE ST. BERNARD. . 
Thursday we made an early start for the 

accent of tbe Qemmi, one ot the grandest 
passes in Switzerland. From its summit a 
fine view of tbe Rhone valley is obtained, 
atid'in the far dibtanca tbe glistening Mat­
terborn. Tbe flora is abundant and 
beautiful; too much can hardly be 
said about the beauty of the Alpine 
flowers; the upper pastures are thicklr 
carpeted with a profusion of exquisite 
forms and colors. Violets, foig, t-me-nots 
gentpns rhododendrons, roses, harebell 
anemones, and many other familiar forms 
greet one on every side. The next day we 
start upon tbe most interesting trip ot the 
week—the" pass cf the Qreat St.. Bernard. 
A carriage diive of seven hours, tbro" an 
exceedingly metiiresque valley, bounded on 
either band by precipitous slop's, whereon 
the peasants ure hoping the pota­
toes or' gathering in the hay. ' Tbe 
women and donkeys seem to share 
equally the burdens or tbe day. Frequent­
ly7 women arp met bearing on their ticais 
huge bundles ot bay rbatf would' make a 
fair load for a horse, and great tubs' fi'led 
with water are carried in the same way. 
The carriage road germinates at a solitary 
mo called tJantine dp }tfc#, and here we 
exobange our vehicle tor mules. Now we 
are passing over the very same road that 
Napoleon trod tp his memorable cross in if of 

I thk AIDS on the 16tb of May, 1800. 
For two hours the read winds up 

i mour. ,£ ,n f,rtA« ftnrt thro' dp*p 
leys, part of the ■ way being some-
at diiDcuU on account of the great ^uan-

ies of snow. The road winds thro 
tfe Defile de Marengo, and flually leads 
thro' the-gloomy and desolate Vallee des 
Mortsto the hospice at tbesurrmitof the 
pass, 8.120 feet above the sea level. This 
building is the highest winter habitation in 
the Alps. . . Mn . 
' The monastery was founded in 962 bv 
Bernard de Mentbon. The brotherhood 
consists of eighteen Aug^stinian monks, 
whose office it is tp receive and accommo­
date strangers gratuitously, and to render 
assistance to travelers in tbe snowy sea­
sons, which lasts bare for nine months, 
Tbe yearly expenses ot the h°*P"Je

x
a

re 

about forty thousand francs, (fii.OOO,) de­
rived from annual collections made in 
Switzerland and Italy, and from travelers. 
About twenty thousand strangers are 
annually accommodated. Tbe expenses 
of the hospice are necessarily great, as 
every supply has to be brought many miles 
on tbe backs of horses, and in the summer 
mqntbs about twenty mules are dailv era-
Dlrfyed in bringing wood from the Val de 
Ferret. 12 miles distant. The pass wa.t used 
by the Romahs as early as B. C. 100; and in 
B. C. 2* it bepame more frequented;'( secina 
Crossed it with bis legiops ib A. D W; Con 
•tantlne caused the road to be improved in 
889; the Lombards made tbe passage about 
547; an uncle of Charlemagne marched an 
army of 80,000 men by this route into Italy 
in 7T8, and part of the army of Frederick 
Parbarossa crossed it in 1166 Napoleon's 
famous passage io 1800 has always excited 
an interest la the pas* of the great St, 
Bernard. 

•THE HOSPICE. -
On arriving at the hospice we were cor* 

engravings aud pictures, the gifts of grate­
ful travelers who have enjoyed the hospi­
tality of the monastery. The paesent edi­
fice dates from the middle of tbe 16"h cen­
tury, and the adjoiuicg chapel from 1690. 
This larger buildiug contains the apart­
ments for strangers, and those of tbe 
brethren; a smaller one serves as a refuge 
in case of fire, and is also used as a granary 
and lodging for poor wayfarers. It 
i9 but four minutes' walk to tbe Italian 
frontier. At half past four o'clock in the 
morning we were awakened by the ringing 
of sweet-toned bells, summoning tbe 
monks to early mass; at half past five tbe 
bells announced a second mass, and at six 
o'clock tbe grand mass was performed. 
This latter we attended, and that service, 
with tbe melodious chanting of tbe black-
rc-bed monks, made an impression tbat 
will be impossible to forget. It wae\a most1 

forcible reminder of Longfellow's] well-
known lines: 

"At break of day. as heavenward 
The pious monks of St. Bernard 
Chanted their oft-repeated prayer, 
A voice fell thro' the startled air, -~ 

Excels ior'" 
After the celebratiou ot the mass, our 

friendly host accompanied us' on a tour of 
inspection. There is a small but well-
stocked library, a collection of coins, and a 
small natural history collection. Tbe apart­
ments of the monks were visited, and were-
'most comfortable in every particular; the 
presence of several great terracotta stones, 
made us feel that these devoted and self-
sacrificing men amid so many privations, 
were able to keep tbeir bodies warm in this 
terribly severe climate. Tbe morgue, a 
small stone bouse no far from the hospice, 
and entirely surrounded by snow, 
was A sad and pitiful sight. Herein 
are tbe bodies ot those unfortunate 
wanderers found buried in the snow: there 
were many here, some having been pre­
served fifty years. The extreme cold re­
tards decomposition so remarkably tbat tbe 
features of tbe deceased are sometimds rec­
ognizable many years after death. This 
spectacle was not at all,repulsive, but ex­
tremely raddening. Tbe great dogs of St. 
Bernard are known and admired the world 
over, for their remarkable intelligence and 
valuable assistance in rescuing travelers 
exposed to peril by avalanches and 
heavy falls of snow. There are at 
present nine of tbe noble creatures at the 
hospice; they are sent out every day in win­
ter, on both the Swiss and Italian side, and 
many lives have been saved by their sa­
gacity and faithfulness. Too much praise 
can not be given this handful of noble and 
self-sacrificing men, and no one can appre­
ciate what their lives are unless he has 
seen them in tbeir simple home, with no 
outlook save upon the barren mountain 
.tops and sweeping fields of never-melting 
'now. Genuine piety and pure 
goodness cf heart must be tbe only 
motives to give up tbe world and 
its pleasures, to live such lives of ab-
Btinenco and severity. In mid-winter 
when tbe cold is great, the snow deep, and 
storms frequent, it is then tbat the priva­
tions of theee heroic men are most severe, 
and their services tqf their fellow-creatures 
•most invaluable. /_rbey usually begin their 
career at the age of eighteen, but after 
about fifteen years of service, the* climate 
has so undermined their constitutions, that 
they are obliged to descend with broken 
health to the milder climate of the valleys. 
God bless them in their noble work?
