The contrast was as 
marked as it was unexpected, and was an un­
welcome revelation to those who had been for 
months preparing for the occasion.— Albany 
Journal.

Eroved the appointment of Hev. Jun jer, to be

—The oratory of the church of Splrito 

Sancto, in the very center of Madrid, was 
robbed of its plate, holy vases and pictures, 
and the altar and tabernacle profaned, Thurs­
day. 

—Three thousand armed Mussulmans are 
resisting the government in the Kirdjoly dis­
trict. The governor general of lioumelia and 
the governor of Adrianople are conferring for 
a joint repressive action. 

—In the British house of commons, Satur­
day, after a sharp personal discussion and re­
jection by overpowering majorities of the 
amendments by O'Donnell, Callan and Curt-
ney, Sir Stafford Northcote's resolution 
against obstruction passed. 

—In the debate on Jules Ferry's,education 
bill in the French senate, Friday, Jules Ferry 
held that article 7, which prohibits members 
of unauthorized societies from teaching in the 
schools was an onslaught upon the freedom of 
education and concluded by saying: " In the 
name of my republican faith, I declare that 
to restrict the liberty of parents is to attack 
the principle of liberty and is dangerous to 
the republic." 

—The following is announced as the pro-
irram which the Indian government will en 
force: 1. Herat and Afghan Zeistan to be 
placed under Persian rule. 2. Southern 
Afghanistan with Candahar as its capi­
tal to be a dependency under British 
protection. 8. Eastern Afghanistan to be 
a dependency under British protection, 
with its capital at Cabul; these two de­
pendencies to be garrisoned by native leves 
under English officers. 4. portions of Af­
ghan territory to be annexed to Khelat and 
Cashmere. 5. India to retain Kurum, Khost 
and Khyl>cr passes' to Jcllalabad. Finally, 
there is • a strong inclination to form Merv 
into a state under an Anglo-Persian guarantee 
of integrity. 

—Mr. Gladstone, Friday night, addressed a 
meeting at Marylebone, on behalf of the lib­
eral candidates. Regarding a dissolution of 
parliament, .he said the present debate in the 
commons has deprived^ the government of 
that opportunity. He declared that all pair-
ties were agreed that obstruction was a very 
bad thing. Ho attributed the recent conserv: 
atlve success in Southwark to liberal dissen­
sion over local arrangements. He expressed 
delight at the prospect of a satisfactory settle­
ment of the Afghan question. The responsi­
bility for England's attitude on the Turkish 
question now rested on the shoulders of the 
majority in the house of commons. He dis­
claimed any friendship for home rule and 
said the unity of the empire and the authority 
of parliament must be maintained, independ­
ent of every other consideration, but he dep­
recated all angry judgments of his Irish fel­
low-citizens. He could not forget the abomi­
nable conduct of this country towards Ireland 
for many generations. 

—The soldiers killed by the winter palace 
exproslon In St. Petersburg were buried with 
great honors. All the leading generals at­
tended. Subsequently the emperor visited 
the wounded ana directed that the families of 
the victims be provided for. Thhvmakes him 
more popular than ever. There are rumors 
that high officials have received threatening 
letters concerning something to happen on 
the emperor's anniversary nignt. Many timid 
citizens are leaving until after the fetes. The 
emperor is quite cool, being a great believer 
in providence. The London PaR Matt Oa-
tette Saturday afternoon contains, in a re­
markable letter, an assault upon the czar, 
apropos of his recent proclamation announc­
ing that he had placed extraordinary power in 
the hands of General Louis Melikoff. The 
effect of the ukase, says the Pall Matt Gatette, 
is to proclaim that the czar has abdicated in 
favor of General Melikoff. The czar will now 
make a hundred enemies in high places where 
before there wen but ten. It is an affront to 
every man of family from his son down­
wards.

—Lieutenant Collins, who served in several 
surveying expeditions on the isthmus, testified 
before the Ebus^!nteroceanic canal commit­
tee, Saturday, that for sailing vessels the 
Panama route wquld present g ^ ' disadvan­
tages, owing to the prevailing'calms. He 
favored the Nicaragua route, as did also 
Commander Lull, who commanded one of 
the isthmus surveys. 

—Thursday night, at a school house at 
Seward, Neb., where nightly religious meet­
ings have been held lately, a party of men at­
tempted to .break up a meeting. Many shots 
were exchanged, and eight persons were 
wounded. William Bates djed Friday from 
his wounds. Levi Bates was probably fatally 
wounded. Eight men were arrested. The 
quarrel originated in the expulsion of two 
children from the school recently. 

—At Elizabeth, N. J., twenty indictments 
have been found against Comptroller Leggett, 
ten against City Treasurer Leeds, and four 
against David J. Meeker, for conspiracy to 
defraud the city. The indictments chiefly 
charge the accused with having t>ought bonds 
at market prices with their own or the city 
money, turning them into the city at par and 
interest. The other counts are for paying un­
authorized claims to councilmen and others. 

—On the 22d, thirty-three Indians from 
Chihuahua made a raid on Socillo Depuerto, on 
the Mexican side, eighteen miles from Rio 
Grande, .and killed a woman and three men, 
and drove off a number of horses. They 
then went south to Loguno Puzudo, killed 
six men and drove off 800 horses. The band 
then separated, killed four sheep-herders and 
perpetrated other atrocities. The Mexican 
army is pursuing, the Indians, and Major 
Sumner, at Fort Duncan, has dispatched 
scouting parties to watch the marauders. The 
raid is said to be in retaliation for the bad 
treatment the Indians have received from the 
Mexican government. 

—Mayor Kalloch, of California, Friday, 
sent a communication to the supervisors ob­
jecting to increasing the police force, on the 
ground that it was unnecessary. The super­
visors rescinded the resolution indorsing the 
board of health's action in condemning China­
town. Tho rescinding resolution was adopted 
because tho committee appointed to consider 
the best plan of carrying out such condemna­
tion failed to report. This action of the su-
Servisora will not interfere with the con-

emnation, as the board of health has full 
power. L. J. Ganntn, chairman of the com­
mittee which has been demanding the dis­
charge of Chinese employes, has been ar­
rested for incendiary language at the sand 
lots, and has been bailed by the sheriff. The 
mayor has informed the supervisors he has 
been told by ex-Supervisor Gibbs that tho po­
lice had definite information that a plan had 
been organized to fire the city in several 
places. The mayor disbelieved the report.

New York concerning the spring trade in dry 
goods, which is said to be now fairly opened, 
enables the fPmt to give the following resume 
of the trade: 

The business is in a highly satisfactory con­
dition, with the moot encouraging prospects.' 
The-demand for good t all thro the winter h*a 
been unusually large, but has not had the. ef­
fect of stocking the market so as to diminish 
the needs of spring buyers. The representa­
tive of one very Important firm said that many 
merchants bought heavily in December, under 
the belief (which proved correct) that prices 
would advance, and with the intention of 
laying in a part of their spring stocks; but 
their trade had proved so rood that they had 
found it necessary to comeback fot additional 
supplies. Sofarasheknew.nostocks had been 
piled up by speculators, but all the purchases 
had been made by legitimate traders, sad the 
goods were well distributed. The demand 
was now very active, and there was evidence 
in every quarter that the spring business 
would be the best that had been known for 
years. The south and west, having had good 
crops, were very prosperous, and would con­
sume huge quantities of goods. All kinds 
of business were active thro'out the coun­
try, and whenever people were busy they 
wore out goods faster, besides having more 
money with which to buy them. The de­
mand extended to goods of all descriptions, 
but there was a marked preference for arti­
cles of good quality, and tha most ex­
pensive were in fair request In the 
last year there had been a considerable ad­
vance in the prices of nearly all classes of 
goods, owing to the large demand and the 
general upward movement of values in all de­
partments of trade. It was difficult to esti­
mate the average extent of this advance in 
dry goods, which in some cases reached fifty 
per centum, but it was safe to say that the av­
erage was at least eighteen or twenty per 
centum. The price of some goods, however, 
still continued lower than before the war* 
The best standard calicoes, for instance, were 

Sid now for from 7 # to 8 cents a yard, while 
fore the war they fetched from 8>$ to 9 cents. 

This decline was due chiefly to increased fa­
cilities for manufacturing. r 

There was a continued increase, it was said, 
in the numbers of merchants coming person 
ally to this city to select their goods. Com­
paratively few "drummers" were now em< 
ployed, and many who had been so engaged 
were now seeking situations as salesmen in 
the large city houses. Payments,, it was 
added, were very good, and there was an in­
creased amount of profit on the large business 
transacted. "People are coming to New 
York from all parts of the, country," said an 
extensive dealer, "and they are coming for 
goods, and they know that they can sell them 
when they get home." 

The head of one prominent dry goods 
house said that the country, after six years of 
depression, was arising and shaking itself like 
Samson roused from sleep. The general con­
dition of affairs was of course very advanta­
geous to the dry goods trad*, the outlook for 
which was never better. In regard to the 
increase of prices, he said that the price of 
wool had doubled within the last nine months, 
and that, therefore, there had bean a large ad­
vance on all goods manufactured of wool 
either wholly or in part. The flax crop last 
year was very deficient and inferior, 
and there had been an increase of 
thirty or forty per centum in the price 
of flaxen yarns. All linen goods were 
higher in consequence, and were still rising. 
Silks had advanced somewhat, owing to defi­
ciencies in the silk crop, and the rise would 
have been marked but for the diminution of 
the demand, by the troubles, in Europe and 
also by the fashion of wearing silk-mixed fab­
rics in the place of jiure silks. As it was, the 
rise was greater on the cheaper-grades of silk 
than on the high priced. There had been a 
moderate rise in the price of cotton, and cot­
ton goods had advanced considerably, but 
more in consequence of the increased demand 
than from any other cause. The increased 

Erice would of course stimulate production, 
ut the manufacturers would require, all this 

year to overtake the demand. The probabil­
ity was that the market for all manufactured 
goods would be firm for a number of years.
