The new cloths bar* great wares and curves 
of deeper tone than th* surface brocaded 
upon them, or they are striped like velvet, 
6 F there are floral or geometrical figure* 
sunk in their surface, or. best of all, they 
are perfectly plaiu, wilh a, vslvat-lik* t iakh 
that gives them the name of velvet cloths. 
They come in the new stylish shades of 
CfObelirrblue, fawn, copper red, vieui green, 
and browns of a dozen different shades. 
Tbev are lined t h roou t with gay plaid 
surahs, or else with black or a somber 
hue, and are trimmed with fur, with 
changeable velvet, and rich cord passemen­
terie. The long-waved Astrakhan fur— 
rechristened Caracal—such as was used 
for jackets twenty years ago, will rival 
the more closely waved Persian lamb­
skin - as a black fur i r i runi ing; and 
there is a new gray fur as soft as 
chinchilla, yet of firmer fleeos, that is* very 
effective on the Gobelin blue cloths. T h e 
short cloaks are merely mantles ia cape 
shape, or else they have visit* tleevej, and 
are t r immed only across the tournure with, 
fur. and down the fronts, where a boa or 
fichu is slmilated. Lovely Gobelin blue 
cloth mantles dressy enough for any occa­
sion ba r* « boa and tournure piece of blue 
fox fur. wi th Vs in front aud back of 
changeable blue and copper velvet edged with 
tintel cord; the lining may be of blue satin, 
or of cream white plaided with blue and 
copper red. Long fuU cloaks cover the 
wearer as a great doming yet* are without 
frleeves. the fronts straight like the Russian 
.circular, with the arms coming out over the 
middle pasts, which aro closely buttoned, 
and the back adjusted to the figure aa low 
as the tournure, has there great fullness 
added for the skirt.

Ladies re­
turn ing :from Europe bring many small 
mantles and wraps for the demi-season, 
those from London being the merest shoul­
der chpos of velvet, plush, or cloth, while 
the t r e n c h garments nre graceful little 
scarfs or fichus of Bengaline or soft fine 
cashmere, embroidered and fringed, and ad­
justed to the/shoulders by the wearer.

• EVENING TVKAPS. 
"White and gold wraps for- evening are 

made of white cloth with velvet-like finish, 
aud arc braided all overwi th gold cord in 
stripes; these come in wide sleeved paletots 
and in dolman shapes. Indian embroideries 
in metal tr im other torlie* del bal, made of 
the new changeable velvets, or plush, or the 
now watered velvet in dark India red aud 
the favorite Gobelin blue shades. Fringes 
of metal, cheuille, and silk cords, or else 
bands of fur or feathers edge such ga rment s 
and many are lined th roout with fur, nota-
bly a pale blue plush cloak lined wi th chin-
chilla and made m the Irish peasant shape 
(gathered about the neck, and without 
sleeves,) while a second cloak is a long 
dolman of fawn colored, moire velvet lined 
with the crinkled white fleece of the Japan 
ese goat, and richly braided with gold. 

BILK AKD YBLVET GOWMB. 
With the large full cloaks just noted silk 

and velvet gowns can be worn without be­
ing crushed, hence it is said these will be 
more generally worn than at any time since 
woolen gowns became tie rigueur for the 
street. T h e stately moires and the soft 
Bengaline silks are seen in new French 
dresses, also a new close grained silk rai led 
peau de m>ie, with satin finish, yet without 
the greats luster ..of satin. Velvet gowns 
from Paris a r e shown in the beaver and 
castor brown shades ' lo r visiting and for 
trousseau dresses. They are made wi lh 
great fullness in the skirt, and also full 
drapery on the front of the corsage, and aro 
combined with new figured velvets, not the 
flowered brocaded velvets lately used, but in 
waves and stripes, the- waves or curves 
woven across, tlie breadth, and -4he striped 
effect Wing given by lengthwise rows of 
contrasting colors, such as plum, blue, gray 
and fawn curves of velvet-' on a ground of 
bearer brown pea* de tote. The fig­
ured velvet represents a petticoat which 
is only, seen on. the sides, the 
plain beaver velvet being draped as 
an apron, and four straight breadths 
making the very full back of the skirt. The 
basque fronts have three pleats graduated to 
a point below the waist, and are trimmed 
wi th silk cord gimp and drop trimmings, in 
which alljthe colors of the waved velvet ap­
pear; the back ot the waist is either sharply 
pointed or else the full skirt is fastened up 
above Its edge. Combinations of moire an­
t ique and plain velvet are handsomely made 
In directoire style, wilh the long basque of 
moire B a d e still longer on the sides by two 
velvet forms set in -from the armholes down, 
and the double-breasted fronts trimmed with 
tri-comered revers of velvet. The skirt 
shows at the sides a petticoat made of (broad 
lengthwise stripes alternately of velvet a n d 
moire, a full apron of moire is draped very 
flatly in front, and ' the back has three full 
breadths of moire, with two puffs a t the 
top crossing toe tournure; these puffs are 
made of a breadth of the moire which comes 
u p on the r ight side from the apron front.

Wedding invitations bear the formula .so 

long used, but have far wider margins on 
the note sheet than any yet seen, and are 
consequently larger, requiring larger oblong 
envelopes instead of the small square ones 
lately in favor. The engraving is in plain, 
clear English script, without ornamental 
initials or monogram, on pure white paper, 

Slho cream tints are also used. The formula, 
it will be remembered, is as follows: "Mr. 
and Mrs. John Thompson request vour 

Krcscnce at the marriage of their daughter, 
largaret Llcinor, to Mr. Charles Henry 

Jones, en Thursday, October the-twenty-
ninth, a t halt past -three o'clock, at St. 
George's churclr." This invitation is sent 
out a ' for tnight or three weeks before" the 
weduing, either by post or 6y; p r i ­
vate messenger, or else -the* bride 
drives from bouse to house, delivering 
each. The post, however ' . i* found to be 
a safe medium, and ia now very generally 
adopted. Wc repeat here that wedding in­
vitations require no answer. F o r out-of-
town weddings, that arc fashionable during 
the months of October and November, the 
formula given above is used with the words, 
" a t their residence ia Westchester," pr other 
suburban address instead of the name of the 
city church. At a home weddiug which it 
ia desired should be private, either because J 
the family i3 in mourning or their house is 
small, Invitations bearing the usual formula 
are sent to the relatives nod a few intimate 
friends. Then on theViext day the marriage 
is announced to all on note sheets engraved 
as follows: "Mr. and Mrs. James A. Smith 
announce the marriage of- their daughter, 
Mary, to Mr. John Henry Johnson, Wednes­
day, November t h e -fifteenth, iSSl,- F i l th 
avenue, New York." Again, when only a' 
few friends aud relatives are asked to wit 
ness the ceremony at a home wedding, 
and a large reception follows half an 
honr later, the invitations sent to all 
by the parents a re t e the "wedding reception 
of their daughter, from eight until tea 
o'clock," while the few who are expected to 
be present at the ceremony find a card en­
closed, marked, "Ceremony at half 'part 
seven o'clock." If receptions are to follow 
afterward at the new address of the married 
pair, a card enclosed with the wedding invi­
tation is marked, " a r h o m e , Thursday^ No­
vember the eleventh and eighteenth, from 
five until nine o'clock, 3000 Fifth avenue." 
An old form of announcement cards still in 
use is that of 'enclosing a card bearing the 
names of the newly married, as "Mr. and 
Mrs. J o h n Robinson." ana also a-card with 
the name of the bride before her marriage. 
Their new address may or may not be given, 
or, if the bride and groom are going-abroad, 
P .
